1. Content

The course is designed in two modules.
Module 1: Salient features of Indian Constitution
Role of the Constituent Assembly. Pillars of the Indian Constitution & the Indian Citizen-
Preamble, Fundamental Rights, Fundamental Duties, Directive Principles of State Policy.
Constitution, Citizens’ rights and the future of Indian democracy

Module 2: Indian Polity

Indian federalism. Democratic Decentralisation in India- Panchayati Raj Institutions. Indian
Polity- Parliament, Cabinet government, Independent and integrated Judiciary. Contemporary
Concerns of Indian Polity- centre-state issues, minority rights, individual liberty, freedom of
thought and expression.

V. Course Details

Eligibility: The course is open to all Undergraduate and Postgraduate students of the College
Duration: Three Weeks

Method of Instruction & Assessment: Enrolled students can access the video lectures in the
course page on MOODLE LMS Platform. Interactive sessions will be arranged via online or
offline mode as per convenience. Students are expected to participate in the discussion forum
and submit simple assignments/quizzes every week to complete the course. Students will be
eligible to receive the course certificate upon successfully clearing the final examination.

V. Certification

complete the course. A fee of Rs.100 will be collected towards issuing the certificate.
