The college is honoured to inherit the proud heritage of accolades and endorsements from the
various eminent leaders of the nation who visited the institution in the past.

Mahatma Gandhi visited the college on the 18" of March 1925 and recorded in the visitors’
diary his appreciation for the ideal conditions here. The sapling planted by him on the
occasion, now a mango tree, is preserved in front of the administrative block as a testimony
to the Mahatma’s ideals.

The college was honoured by the visit of Gurudev Rabindranath Tagore in 1922, who
acknowledged in his address to the community his joy at witnessing here the quintessential
spirit of his Shantiniketan. In the same year the college was visited by Lord Irvin, the Viceroy
of India then.

The other prominent personalities who visited the college during its fledgling years include
