(Tributes to Late Prof: C. P. Mathew. The
Jollowing is text of the address given in the |

Memorial Service at the U. C. C. Chapel on
27 September, 1970 - Ed.)

“He was &4 burning and a shining light, and you |
were willing for a season to rejoice in  his light™

(St. John 5:35)

These words, spoken by our Lord about John the
Baptist might well be applied to the dear departed soul,
to honour and remember whom we have met together
this evening. Prof: C. P. Mathew was literally a friend.
philosopher and guide to many in this place for quite
half a century. Only three days have elapsed since he |
was taken from us. His passing was so sudden and
~ unexpected that we can hardly yet realize that he is no !

longer with us. My own association with him, first as
my professor in this college, and later asa respected
senior friend and neighbour in close co-operation in
many matters of common interest, stretches over a long
period of forty-six years. Indeed I deem it a privilege
to be allowed to say a few words about him in this |
memorial service. You will forgive me if my remarks

savour too much of nersonal reminiscences. I can't |
help it.

presumption. his life has held up before me the
untarnished image of a great teacher, a desp thinker,
an eloquent speaker, a distinguished leader, 8 man of
wide and varied interests and untiring zeal for the
public good, and above all a genuine Christian and a
genial friend.

It was the duty of the Mess
Contractor. then o mun named Kutten Nair. to send
sick=diet to the hostel. One day the poor man rnrgr'[ {%
do so. Having waited for my “Kanji™ till 11 A. M., |
crawled up to the Warden's room and reparted the
matter. Kutten Nair was immediately sent for. Mo
sooner had he peeped in at the Warden's door, thun Mr,
Muathew sprang from his chair, asked him why he had
not ¥et sent the sick-diet, and before the poor old man
had time to say a word in reply. I saw him go spinning
like o top and Meeing for his very life. | felt really sorry
lor having reported the matter. Servants and subord-
inates in those doys dreaded him, but.also loved him,
because his indignation which at times rose high was
never selfish or mean.

\ Mr. Mathew had a wonderfully clear-cut intell-
igence and a fertile brain. He had alse a remarkable

rectitude  in thought and act. He loved good talk,
good company and good food, He liked entertaining
and being entertained. His family life, with his gifted
anstocratic and able partner, who was also a rare
combination of wit and wisdom, was happy in spite of
the fact that they had no children. The sad and early
demise of Mrs. Mathew made him lonely. But it never
Made him bitter or brooding. He plunged him self
F‘-’hﬂ[c—hmrl:ﬂ.!ly into the work which God gave him to
inish,

In his latter days his one obsession was mumcm'{.m
and the re-union of Churches, He made his strong voice
heard not only in the Councils and Committes of his
own Church, in which he had a unigue place, but also
in other churches in Kerala and outside. He was the
mnving spirt behind the ecumenical din]crguﬁ which
have been going on in Alwaye for years, in the meetings
of which members of the Roman Catholic, Orthodox,
Mar Thoma and €. S. I. Churches have been
participating regularly. An Orthodox-Mar Thoma
Dialogue group, consisting of some forty members,
about twenty from either Church, has be¢n meeting at
Kottayam mainly under his inititive for more than twg
years now. A meeting of this group of which Mr.
Mathew was Joint-Convener, and which was fixed to
take place at Kottayam yesterday has now been
Postponed on account of his death. Personally it was
A most stimulating experience for me to associate with
him in all these dinlogues and discussions for the last so
many years. Mr. Mathew's death will leave a void in all
these ventures which it will be impossible to fill.

Though Mr. Mathew was ecumenical to the core
he never swerved from lovalty to his Church. There
was no woolly undenominationalism about him. which
i type of shallow thinking current among us mistakes
for ecumenism. His hold on the Christian faith and his
loyalty to the Mar Thoma Church alike were unswerving.
And he never showed a trace of compromise when he
wis challenged. His winning and commanding per—
sonality was o factor to be reckoned with wherever he
was, His kind of ecumenism and his kind of
denominationalism was of a type which he shared with
the other founder-members of this' College, and they
need to be perpetuated and built upon if the canse of
re-union of Churches for which this college stood from
its inception is to make head-way.

One secret of his ecumenism was that he was

interested  in other people’s religion and religious
practices. He wanted to know how other people

worshipped and to understand their point of view. 1
was surprised when he first told me some time back
that he occasionally attended Sunday Mass in the
Roman Catholic Church adjacent to his residence. Not
that I hold him up as a model for the imitation of all
and sundry. I know there are some at least among
members of his own Church and others who did not
quite relish his excursions beyvond the pale of hic awn
Church or co-operating churches. | have not done it
mysell so far, with all my Catholic sympathies. But 1
could understand and appreciate Mr. Mathew doing it.
There was no danger in Ais doing so. He had a
progressive outlook and a courage of conviction which
were not only different from those of most of us, hut
perhaps were in advance ofus He used his indefatigable
energy for furthering the cause of ecumenism and Church
Union. No amount of difficulty or discouragement
damped his enthusiasm. He wrote and lectured and
pleaded for it in every possible way.

Seventy-four, Mr. Mathew, of course, lived to a
ripe old age. But we all expected and wished he would
live longer. His passing on is indeed a great loss to the
Christian Church and to this country as a whole;
particularly to this College for which he gave his life,
and this locality of which he had become part and
parcel. We shall all miss his benign presence. While we
bemoan his loss, et yus thank God for the good and
great example of his life, and pledge ourselves to follow
in his foot-steps in the way of loving service he has
shown us. “HE WAS A BURNING AHDAEHIHH*!'_G
LIGHT" and now that God has been plesed to call him
into the world of light, let us rejoice and lift up our

brave new world
revisited

Aldous Huxley wrote the Brave New World
iﬂ Revisited in 1959, 27 years after the publication of the
Brave New World. The latter was o satirical novel in
Which Huxley projected his ideas of the world which,
0 his vision, would exist in about six centuries from
NOw, if the tendencies which appear in today's world
continue, He predicted that, thut world would be one
of absolute efficiency, harmony and happiness which
| were to be achieved by having a completely organized
Society, a scientific caste system, the abolition of free
Will by mind-cenditioning and sleep teaching and the
inducement of pleasure through drugs and ‘feelies.’
People would be incapable of imagining another way of
life, never having had the freedom of choice in anything.
Personal initiative and freedom would be sacrified for
the sake of happiness, orderliness and stability. As
Kumar Khose says in a eritical book on Huxley, “All
ireas of existence are planned to perfection by the
World Controllers who rule as dictators.”

It is against the setting of these ideas, that Huxley
wrote the Brave New World Revisited. In this book, he
points out that the predictions he made are coming true
sooner than he thought. He then analyses the various
forces that pose a threat to individual liberty and
democratic functioning and gives some of the steps that
can be taken to curb these forces. so as to guarantee
freedom and true democracy. However, in his foreward
to the book, he has pointed out that he has deliberately
omitted the mechanical and military enemies of freedom,
such as the armaments for war and other similar
mechanical gadgets, for the sake of convenience.

The first force that he is talking about is that of
overpopulation, which he says will lead to the establ-
ishment of totalitarian dictatorships. The great increase
in population in the underdeveloped areas of the world
#s a result of an improvement in health conditions, an
accelerating birth rate and a falling death rate would
lead to economic instability and social unrest. The
central government in trying to deal with these problems,
would have increased power in its hands, and would
eventually become a totalitarian government with an
authoritarian character. In such a situation, where
everything is controlled from above, freedom cannot
Mourish.

The next force that he points out, is o decline in
the quality of human beings in terms of intelligence and
capacity. Inferior physical conditions and hiological
defects brought about by heredity would cause a
decrease in the average IQ. This, he savs, would endanger
?:m:m:y as high reasoning capabilities are imperative

ar this.

Another dangerous tendency is that of over-organi-
zation. Rapid advances in technology lead to the
concentrations of economic and political power in the
hands ofa small Power Elite. This leaves the vast
majority insignificant and powerless. “Science and
mchnu!ﬂgr have created a wish to impose order upon
confusion, to bring harmony out of dissonance and

unity out of multiplicity” This causes a reduction of
human diversity to subhuman uniformity, of freedom
to servitude. The advancesin technology have heen
accompanied by advances in organisation, which in
turn, tend 1o transgform people into aulomata, o
suffocate the creative spirit and to lessen liberty. The
new Social Ethic of ““dynamic conformity.” a8 enunciated
by Mr. William White, is debunked by Huxley on the
basis that it emphasises rights of collectivity over rights
of individuality, An organization should only be &
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means Lo an end, thatof fulfilling the rights of each
individual.

Another force which makes democratic working
difficult is that of propaganda in both democratic and
totalitarian states. It is the non-rational type of
propaganda which appeals to the emotions, impluses,
cravings or fears of the people, whizh offers false or
incomplete evidenee and which avoids logical arguments
that is really dangerous to democracy and rational,
logical thinking. The mass communications, under the
control of the State or the Power Elite, can be used by
them to keep their subjects docile, distracted and
preoccupied. In Mazi Germany, Hitler used this type of
propaganda effectively, to move the masses, to deprive
them of independent thought and to subject them to
his will. ““With this type of propaganda still prevalent
in today’s world, especially in Communist nations™,

Huxley asks. “how can we preserve the integrity and
reassert the value of the human individya]?™

The process of brainwashing in Commu nist regimes
is another factor that works against freedom and
democracy. By making use of psychological discoveries
made by Ivan Paviov, the state brainwashes thousands

of young men to work for jt. They are put in specia
conditioning centres

unemployment
Is it a gordian knot?

Since India got independence in 1947 she has been
confronting problems alter prohlems, surmounting crises
after crises and has been in the melting-pot of various
troubles and tribulations. Of all problems that India
faces today three miajor issues stand in the van, namely,
Populition explosion, economic stagnatien and unemp-
loyment. These three issucs are so interrelated and
intertwined that it is oo difficult a task to ascertain
which of these three requires attention  first.
Nevertheless, we can say with certainty that the problem
of unemployment among the educated is a cruicial one
and if it is not viewed through proper perspective and
quick measures are not taken for its solution it will lead
o major political and social catastrophe.

The ervicial unemployment problem we experience
today is the accumulated result of continuous plan
failures and inertia and inefficiency of government
officials in tuking suitable steps for the achievement of
Plan tarpet and pursuit behind catchy slogans and high
Political ideals which have little significance in the
Economic betterment of the nation.

Even before independence this problem was present
but not felt much, During the First Plan period the
"Nemployment problem was present but as correct data
Was not availuble and as it was obscured by post war
conditions this issue was taken only in ils periphery.
Anyway, during the end of the First Plan there was an
estimated backlog of unemployment of about six million
| PeTSons, Ag this problem was becoming serious, during
the Second Plan the target was aimed at ten million
10bs. But the target was not achieved due to a variety
of reasons. One important reason was the terrible
Population explosion which offset all previous plan
Faftul::lim:s Another was the tardy development of
industries, During the Second Plan period there was
SufTicient investment climate. But industries failed to
“Ome up as expected because of the adeption of
Industriy Licencing policy by Government which was
A serious bottleneck for proper industrinl development
U & rapid rate,

All the above mentioned unfortunate causes slowed
the economic pace of the nation and hence during the
beginning of the Third Plan there was a backlog of
about nine million people unemployed. Taking the rapid
population growth into account during the Third Plan
the target for providing emplovment was fixed at
seventeen million. But the target could not be achieved
because of the presence of same reasons that were
present during the Second Plan and two consecutive
invasions from two neighbouring countries soared the
defence expenditure,

[

According to siatistics available about fifty million
people are at present unemployed in India. Viewed from
a purely economic point this is a serious national waste
because labour is an important ingredient for a
country’s rapid industrial development.

This problem has at present assumed such vast
proportions that it even rocks the very foundation of
the country’s economic and political set up. Therefore
in the seventies a two fold battle has to be fought for
the elimination of this malady.

AL present our country is in a vicious circle.
Spiralling prices and wage increases are chasing each
other and only through increased production price
increase can be properly curbed. And if production has
to be increased more industries should come up rapidly.
These industries will eventually absorb those who are
remaining unemploved.

Two remedies are worth mentioning for the
extermination of this Frankenstein Monster. In India,
as four important characteristics for industrialisation,
namely land, labour, capital and entrepreneurship are
abundant, it is the responsibility of the government to
see that they do not remain idle. The government
should provide sufficient investment climate which will
help industries to come Up at a rapid rate. The
government should not do anything that will hamper
private initiative because anly private sector can bring

In the earliest twenties of the twentieth century,
four energetic and enthusiastic young men, strolling to-
gether in the Marina at Madras, got ata vision of a
christian centre of higher education which, while impa-
rting sound umversity traiming to its inmates, might also
help the various denominations of the christian church
in Kerala to turn away from the separative tendencies
of the past and to draw together with a spirit of co-
operation and union,

In the wake of the new vision of inter denominat-

1onal co-operation, the late Shri. K. C. Chako. the late
Shri. A. M. Varkey, the late Shri. C. P. Mathew and

Shri. V. M. Ittyerah presented to the leaders a practical
scheme of a residential college near the Periyar in
Alwaye, in which the Malankara Syrian Church, the
"Marthoma Syrian Church and the Church of South
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s
Indiz could possibly co-operate. The idea was heartily

welcomed and actively supported by all the concerned
church leaders of the Syrian Christian community.

They had neither lands nor funds but only a cheque
book of faith to draw on the Infinite resources of the
one to whom belong the earth and heaven and all the
fuliness thereof. Their strength lay in the sanctile beaury
of their vision, courige of conviction and readiness to
persevere to reach the goal. Their prayers and untiring
enthusiasm were rewarded when the first non-cathalic
chirstian college in India, with Indian initintive. was
inavgurated at Alwaye on June %, 1921.

The most surprising and most convincing of all
psychic games are those which involves direct contact

For unless most
in the group are interested or if you are surroyndsd
by sceptics, they will not help you to proceed ar all
and the whole iden will die before it even starts.

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In this mental ‘hide and seek’ the sender is to be
the hider, while you as the receiver will become secker,
Ask vour friends to hide an object. You leave the room
and the ohject is chosen and hidden.

Grasp the seader’s left wrist between your right thumb
and fingers,as though taking a person’s pulse-You must
be alert and sensitive to the slightest movements of the
sender. First, begin to move about the room, and
as you do so, follow 1o the slightest degreeof the
changss in the pulse beats of the ‘sender’.
