But when boy friend Number |
saw her at a restaurant with boy friend Number 11, he put bullets
through both of them.

Pathological lies orginate from faulty reasoning and are
observed in those who have fantasies and delusions. (strong
belief opposed to reality). All of us, however, suffer from mild
delusions now and then. we easily distort the remarks and
attitudes of others. We feel our merits are not sufficiently
appreciated and so tell others that “an honest man never gets
his due in this world".
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rectify them in the light of further evidence, m min nqar
When we start saying or thinking “every body is against me"
and "nobody cares about me” it is time to watch ourselves.

The frightening thing about a psychopathic liar is that he
has lost all sense of truth, He believes that whatever he thinks
or says is right. He believes even that anything he desires is
right and that any lie is truth that serves his ends. This kind
of lying is a sickness and can be remedied only by psychiatric
help.

So that, the only safe and healthy course 1o !uﬂow is to
stick to gracious and benign lies!

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If regional language is enforced as the medium
of instruction and examination, certain problems
will arise. Not only will the students be unable 10
migrate from one university to another, but also
their changes of employment in other states will be
remote. There is no intention to deny the regional
language a place in higher education and those who
wish to take up this medium should be allowed to

do so. But if ane intend to go for higher studies itis

better to take English as medium of instruction, The
only language which has world wide acceptance.

University education does not equip the youth
of the country either with tha necessary capacity to
lead a decent life consistent with his education or
to meet the requirements of the developing country
with rapidly changing circumstances. The primary
causes of the falling in standards are not one but
many. For example, the change of medium of
instruction from English to regional languages,
the difference between stafl and students in certain
colleges, all sorts of guides available in markets;
neither teachers nor students care to exercise their
own brains to understand things.

The daterioration in the standard is noticeable
glso in freguently changed syllabus, in standard
of teaching and in the standards of evaluating
answer books at public examination. The most
important factor, which is responsible for student
indiscipline is politics with in the college or even
outside. Moreover many undeserving students
manage to get admission into the college by hook
of crobk.

Ability to do well at an examination is different
from what we call orginality or real genius. How
strange it is that we are expected to give & proof
of our years and years of studies with ina few
hours' time. Within a period of three hours only.
our entire range of knowledge and ability is
assessed and judged! It is seen that most sincere
and best students fail to get distinctions while
mediocres come out with flying colours in exam-
inations due to the wrong aspect of our examination
systems.

Research is another field in which India seams
to lag behind. In fact in absemce of research. no
piece of information, knowledge or even wisdom
can be taken for granted.

In my opinion raising the standard of education
does not necessitate enlarging the syllabus and
curtailing the choise.

The students should learn newer and newer
topics, acquire more and more knowledge and
should be able to carry out researches in the
respective fields. Above all we must remember that
education supplies the building blocks of knowledge
which can be suitably moulded and designed to
evalove meaningful architectural forms, appreciate
human values and make living worthwhile. .

The makers of the ‘commercial cinema’
or the ‘entertainment cinema' have always
maintained their pet theory that the cinema
they make is apolitical. This is a myth. All
cinema is political. In the deeper analysis,
cinema ~or for that matter, any art form - is
the product of various economic and political
forces operating in a given social context.
What is the life that the ‘entertainment’ film.
maker portrays in his ‘apolitical” cinema? To
a potential market of unemployed, semi.star.
ved and sexually repressed millions, he creates
and sells an unrealist world of synthetic’
fantasies. Such a frustrated audience - would
react to any kind of fantasy . pertaining to sex
Love, violence or heroism. In a split second
they would identify with the colourful, rich
world, depicted on the silver screen. What
is the total effect of this ‘entertainment™
Apart from conditionlng the diseased sensi.
bility of an unreal world, these films also act
as tempoary symptomatic drugs used by the
ruling classes to down the ‘agressive
symptoms of protest’ generated in the hearts
and minds of the exploited masses What
might have erupted as a violent demonstration
of anger now submerges itself ina dream
world of sexual fantasies. In the make.shift
solutions offered at the end of every such
film the rich hero marries the poor heroine
(or vice versa) and the villain is either killed
or rounded up by the police  All characters
pose for the compulsive group photo of the
last shot in the film  All is line and they live
happily ener after inheriting the wealth of a
rich relative - or, in the case of a tragedy -
reuniting in heaven under the protection of
the ‘god almighty’.

The original musical score
powerfully composed by the great Russian
composer pronikoff was also tampered with.
In fact a mellowed down version of the score
was rewritten for the German exhibition,

Revolution and three lions.

What was so powerful about this little
film made during the silent days of cinema?
Contentwise ‘poteinkin’ dealt with the histori.
cal reinterpretation of an early uprising hy
the sailors But to arrive at such a visual imp.
act Eisenstein had to abandon many cliche-
ridden techniques that were in operation
among the film makers of his time. Each
individual shot of the film was caref ully
composed with the maximum care humanly

possible and they were fixtaposed one after
the other with a perfect temporal flow of

spatial conflict.  The additve principles
of ‘editing adhered to by another famous fil.
maker of his time, V. L Pudovkin, was
violated by the creat Fisenstein Fisenstein
did not want to total the shots one after the

other and create their sum effect on the
screen, like Pudoukin. To Eisenstein, each

shot was a separate entity which had its
specific meanmngs and associations when vir.
wed alone But when fixtaposed with a dif fer.
eut shot, the effect that Fisenstein expecied to
produce was that of a dialectic’ conflict — je,
shot No. 1 and shot No. 2 (thesis and anti.
thesis) resulting in a synthesis which evoked
entirely new associations in the mind of the
spectator. It is to be understood here that
this new association was evident in neither of
the independent shots To quote an example -
Lisenstein photographed the static faces of
three marble lons from three statues erccted
at three different places. The first lion was
asleep, the second one was awake and the
third one was r. aring The innovating genius
of Eisenstein fixtaposed these other three
shots one after the other in a sequence of
‘Potemkin’.  The impact on the mind of the
spectator was more conceptual than emo.
tional ‘Ihrough the collision of three seen.
ingly independent and separate shots, Eisens.
weltin evoked on the scréen a concent — the

idea of the great revolutionary awaking o
the masses from their reactionary slumber.
This concept is not even partly inherent in
any of the three shots taken in isolation.

Form Content, Inteliectual Mortage.

The formal elements of ‘potemkin’ wore
a revelation to all students of cinema at (he
time of its making and continues to be so till
to day. This silent film uplified the medium
of cinema from the pitfalls of melodramatic

crudity and placed it on the exalted pedastal
of a mawre art form. The concept of
‘intc!lcﬂualimurmgc' was a direct outflow of
Eisenstein’s work.

The purpose behind referring to Fisen.
stein in such details is to illusirate and point
out an important fact.that marure political
cinema in any part of the world thrives not
Just in its content, but also in the form §t uses
The formal elements that the political film
maker employs are of equal if not lesser im.
portance. It is only ‘through the perfect
