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VITAL ISSUES THAT CONCERN YOUTH

While 'youth'isa very wide con-
cepl, covering urban, rural, lower,
middle and upper classes ete, - differ-
ences which are very important.yet it
is becoming more and more true that
youth today, unlike in the past, forma
distinct social group, and they are all
coming, surely and not slowly, intoa
universal modern culture: a culture
gpread mainly throughthe media of
communication-the press, the cinema,
the radio-and other benefits of techno.
logical advance.

Sev=ral important factors charat-
arize the situation of the youngster in
this modern culture - facters that the
educators of youth must take note of,
These issues may be classed under
two heads: needs and influences (the
former more psychological and per-
sonal, the latter more social); we <hall
deal with these,

The adolescent today, like every
one elig, has basic needs: he has psy-
chological and security needs, like
food, shelter, stability etc, he has emo-
tional and social needs, He needs 1o
feel important so that he enjoys comp-
any, h= needsto feel compstent with
skills and abilities and achievement so
that he is recognized and has influenca
over others. He needsto feel lovable
so that he experiences love and inti-
macy,; he also needs to see others as
competen! and lovable so that he can
imitate them and love them.......and
enjoy their company.

During adolescence, these social
and emotional needs take on a parti-

cular imporiance. Adoiescence is the
period of transition between childhood
and adulttinod, a transition that can be
disturbing, leading to isolation and
conflict. The youngster experiences
sudden spurts of growth in the body;
there is physical transformation, voice
change, glandular development, sexual
awakening. This makes him feel strange
and uncomfortable about himself.

While the world of the child is one
of security - where one is loved and
pampered, takes no decisions,assumes
no responsibilities, can be happily
self-centered, receiving everything,
giving nothing, the world of the adult
is just the opposite. The adolescent
experiences an inner drive towards
adulthood and independence by the
sheer dynamism of growth, and at the
same time experiences an inner resi-
stance to move away f{rom the secure
world of childhood. The adolescent
does not quite understand himself in
this subconscious inner conflict-beca-
use of which his moods keep shifting;
and hei: puzzled at times by hiz own
behaviour.

Several factorsc ontribute to this. First,
his own inability 10 understand his
feelings of rebellion; the lack of under.
standing he begins to experience from
parents; tha way insecure parents
handle the situation shifting from total
control to total freedom; his new inter-
eats, especially sex and movyies and
friends make them unhappy with him.
At this time the adolescent is driven
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more and mors towards his peer group;
ihere he seeks for company and love
and understanding, with those who
share his own interests. But even the
peer group, though it affords him
company, does not give him enough
love and appreciation, especially the
love he needs from significant people,
Jeavinghim thus still isolated and lonely.
And yet the pesr group is so important
for him that he struggles to maintain
acceptance with them, and still pay any
price for it, following the fashions and
habits of the group, which leave him
dissatisfied since often enough these
habits go aganist his personal convi-
clions.

Shoo hesufférs Broman identit
crisis, He doesnot know who he is
and what he is worth. Our identity is
given us by significant people who
8 us and love us and he feals
the lack of this, Again, as he locks
into the future, he seesthe prospacts
of his being gainfully emploved or of
doing anything meaningful. Also, as
he looks into the future, he sees all the
demands of adult life, of standing on
his own feet, even maintaining a family
in this competitive world, he faels very
inadequate, experiencing within him-

‘gelf abilities only of a growing child.

As he grows up, no doubt, he will
become more and more aware cf his
capabilities, his achivements etc and
develap a better sense of adequany,
But this is a slow process, and there
is in general the subconscious feeling
of insecurity and inferiority. Such
feelings are all the more real today
in our world of mass production, giant
factories and firms, of plans and proj-
ects that take on colossal dimensions,
aworld in which the individual feels
very small, incapable of doing anything
significant and outstanding, doomed
to paly a minor role at the assembly

time. He thus feels unimportant in this
world. All this resultsina sense of
frustration and boredom. He tries to
compensate by boisterous, behaviour
and in big talk.

Intimately linked with these perso-
nal factors are many social influences
that have a profound effect on the
adolescent. Not the least of these is the
impact of science onsociety . Science
definitely alters the condition of man's
life and influences every area of it
economic, family, political, religious,
social etc. The yong learn very early
that scientfic knowledge is the most
certain and most useful of all know-
ledges. At the same time they are
supplied with such an immense quantity
of information. They can see that
scientfic knowledge is subject to de-
velopment and even there isno last
word. Hence they develop the scienti.
fiz mentality which means they become
questioning, pragmatic, seeking veri-
fication in experience never consider-

ing anything really fine.

Along with this free thinking and
speech, we have the phenomenon of
ideological pluralism, There are sO
many different systems of political and
social theories, so many systems of
philosophy, and so many different
religious explanations all of which
have something in them, with none of
them 89 correct as to render the rest
incorrect. In this context of pluralism
they find it hard to commit themselves
to any particular ideology, particularly
a religious system that claims infalli-
bility.

Another value of the scientfic age
is that interests are focussed on the
here and now, on building up the new

city, on removal of poverty and
dizease and create conditions that
favour a happy life.



A further important influence stems
from the fact that the world today is
caught up in the flux of very rapid
change. Knowledge that took centuries
to double, now doubles in a few years,
Man's achienements in the last few
vears far outweigh his achievements
In ceturies prior.

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Public Vs. Private Sector

The public sector is an amnibus term
which encompasses all economic enter-
prises owned and managed by the people,
through the state. The Private Sector
comprises all non-governmental or private
anterprises.

In India, the ‘raison d ‘etre’ of the
Public Sector stems from two basic rea-
sons. Firstly, private enterprise alone
cannot find the huge amount of capital
needed for projects such as iron and
steel, Machine Building, Heavv Electri-
cals, Fertilizers, Aircraft, Petro-chemicals,
Cables, Engineering, Essential Drugs,
shipping etc, Which form the core sector
of the economy. Secondly,the vital sectors
of the economy must be under the control
of the people’s representatives, ie; the
@overnment. Otherwise, a small group
of people may combine and act in a way
which may not be in the best interests of
the country as & whole.

The Public Sector aims at stirring the
nation’s economy which remained stagn-
ant since the advent of the English East
India company; laying the foundation for
a salf reliant and self generating economy;
preventing concentration of ownership of
the means of production; eusuring ba-
lanced regional development; getting high
welfare standards for labour in creasing
employmant opportunities; strengthening
the defence potential of the country;
culargidg the cadre of highly trained
engineers and technicians; setting healthy
and clean standards of management; and
_kupinu down prices.

While the Public Sector controls the

vital sectors of the economy, the Private
Sector has been assingned a specific role

in the development of the country. In-
dustrial licensing policies and procedures
have been and are being liberalised by
the Government from time to crable the
Private Sector to fulfil this role. Sources
of schemes are in vogue to stimulate
investmeant by the grouth of small enter-
preneurs in priority areas.

In the light of the above factors, the
proposition ""Public Vs, Private Sector” is
unterable. In the scheme of Mixed Ec-
onomy and planned development, adapted
by us, both the sectors are to be viewed
as complementary. As a matter of fact,
the public sector programme leaves large
scope to Private Sector industry. Again,
much of the activity undertaken by the
Govarnment by way of provision ef tra-

nsport, power, education and social
services and the establishment of basic
industries. supports indirectly the spread
of economic activity both in the public
and private sectors.

However, the Private Sector has to
be socially conscious and to desist from
anti-social practices like hoarding, black-
marketing and tax - evasion. This is
especially essential in a welfare state,
our avowed objective Private enterprise

that recognises fully its social functions
and its rale in the modernisation of the
economy, that has in it a pioneering
spirit, a nationalistic urge for economic
independence can and will always play
an effective role in planned development.
In such a situation, the ideal proposition
would be ‘Public Sector: Private Sector'
end not 'Public Vs. Private Sector.’

Advertising le s form of communication
intended to promote the sale of a product
or service, to influence public opinion 10
gain political support, 1o advance a pa-
rticular cause or to elicit some other
response desired by the advertiser. It
plays & vital role in our economic and
social life.

For example,
the advertising of an automoblle is
designed to influence the buyer or reader
to buy that particular automobile, rather
than some other make.

As years passed and trade devoloped,
it was nessesary to find out new media
and ways for advertising. In early years
sellers and producers displayed the modals
on their shop doors just like the cloth
merchants of today. Advertising inoutside
also devoloped in course of time.

The first known printed advertisement
in the English language was in 1480
by william Caxton who introduced printing
in England. The first news paper
advertisement was made in 1625. It
was for the publicity of a medicine in
Germany. In England, the first news paper
advertisement appeared in the news paper,
named “'Contribution of our weekly News"
in 1625. There after, advertisement in
news papers became common. The bus-

siness of advertising flourished along with
science and technology. Now it is one
of our most important industries.

A producer should consider many
important factors, before making @an
advertisement.

When we think of Mother Teresa,
the Nobel peace prize winner of this
year, we remember the words uttered
by Jesus Christ in His Sermon on the
mount. The frail nun, with her chara-
cteristic smile remains the light of the
world with all her good work among
the poor people. The wrinkles on her
face show her 69 years of hard work
and high thinking. The Nobsl academy
has honoured this woman of God, this
saint of the gutters by awarding the
MNobel peace prize to her.

In awarding this prize to Mother
Teresa, the Norwegian Nobel committes
has honoured her work of charity, her
valiant efforts to uplift suffering humanity.
Moreover the world this year has turned
its attention to the plight of children
and refugees who form the mother's
field of activity.

*“To Serve God among the poorest
of the poor.” She founded a new co-
ngregation called the ‘Missicraries of
charity. Hundreds of lepers, beggars,
the crippled and the blind assemble
before her mission for the free meal
served by this congrigation. More than
8000 children study in their 60 schools
in India, There are 225 hospitals and
56 clinics for lepers where the sisters
of Mother Teresa work. There are more
than 20 orphanages and 30 homes for

the destitute. Maother Teresa, the wonder
worker has given the poor of Caicutta
education, medical care, food and a
peaceful place for the destitutes to live
and to die.

When the news of the Nobel peace
prize was brought to her, her spontaneous
reaction was "it is not for me but for
my poor and a recognition for the poor.™
She repeatedly says “what the poor
need more than clothing, food and shelter,
i 8 reccgnition. The biggest disease today
is not leprosy or tuberculosis, but the
fesling of being unwanted, uncared for
and deserted by every body.” The greaiest
evil is the lack of love and charity
and, the terrible indifference towards
one's neighbour who lives next door
assaulted by exploitation, corruption,
poverty and disease.

Mother Teresa's activities among the
poor were first recognised by the govern-
ment of India in 1962 when she was
given the Padmashri award. She received
the Raman Magsaysay award also in the
same year. In 1971 she was adorned
with three awards — Pope John XXl
peace prize. the Good Samaritan Award,
the Kennedy International award The
Jawaharlal Nehru award for interndtional
understanding was given to her in 1872
and the Templaton Foundation prize for
progress in Religion was awarded to her
in 1973.

Mother Teres a lives a Christian life.
Jesus Christ is her model. She believes
in the practice of the commandment of



leve. She was working as a teacher in
the St. Mary's School at calcutta when
one day she came ant of the convent and
worked out with five rupees inher hand
to the slums of Calcutta “to face single
handed the colossal problem of India's
poverty and want, and to bring to it at
least the little soothing touch of a single
parsonal concern for a single personal
grief”. She founded ‘the Missionaries of
Charity’ a new order with 26 members in
1950. Naw this order has more than 700
sisters and brothers to work for the poor
and it has spread to fourteen other cou-
ntries,

With Christian love shining in her-in
her heart and on her face-She regards

She says “Ail are called to love one and
ther as we are all sans and daughters of
the same Father”. According to her pov-
erty is the greatest threat to world peace
and we can attain world peace only when
we eradicate poverty through love. The
unbridled love for hanour and wealth
cames nex! "0 poverty as a threat to worid
peace. Seifecntredness and lack of social
conscionsness cause this unbecoming
desire for hanour and wealth love alone
will solve these problems.

**Most men and women lead lives at
worst so painful, at the best so mono-
tonous, poor and limited that the urge
to escape, the longing to transcend
themselves if only for a few moments,
i and has been one of the principal
appetites of the soul,” Aldous Huxley,
draws attention to a very severe and
major problem spaeading maostly
among the restless youth-Drug Abuse.
During the last decade we have seen a
marked increase in the use of mind
gltering drugs. Drug Addiction may be
defined as the continued use of drugs
which produce psycholgical and physi-
ological habit formation. physically, drugs
are harmful to the body. Psychologically
they take effect only when a drug addict
discontinues the use of the drug. It is
seen that the great majority of addicts
have turned to habit forming drugs as
a result of serious underlying personality
maladjustments. A psrson normally turns
a drug addict during adolescence.

The most commonly consumed drugs
are (a) opium and its derivatives (b)
sedatives such as barbiturates (c) stimu-
lants such as amphetamines (d) mild
tranguilizers such as meprobsmates and
(e) hallucinogens such as marijuana.

OPIUM:—

Opium is a mixture of 18 nitrogen
containing agents known as alkaloids,
If the alkaloid content is large it is
called morphine. Morphine subdues pain
without producing unconsciousness. If
morphine is treated with a chemical

acetic anhydride it can be converted
into herain.

HOW MORPHINE AND HEROIN ARE
CONSUMED

Morphine and heroin are introduced
jnto the body by smoking, snorting or
injecting with a hypodermic needle. |t
is injected in two ways. Beginners
usually inject the liquified drug just
beneath the skin. Addicts usually injsct
it directly into the blood stream.

EFFECTS:—

Heroin if properly introduced into
the body, produces an euphoric spasm
for 60 seconds or so which is usually
similars to the same pleasant feeling one
has during & sexual orgasm. This is
followed by a “high’” during which the
addict is in a withdrawn state in which
the bodily needs are diminished 1o a
minimum. These effects last for4 to 6
hours. When an addict does not get his
favourite drug in approximately 8 hours
he perspires profusely, gets restless, ex-
periences incrased respiration rate etc.
if then too his need is not satisfied the
major effects show prominently. Vemiting,
abdominal cramps, severe headache and
insomania follow. This produces dehy-
dration which results in the loss of body

weight. Later, he becomes so Il that he
has to be hospitalised.

HALLUCINOGENS.

Marijuana:- This is the most common
of the narcotic drug cheap and easy to
obtain and is often the first step leading
tc complete phychological and physiolo



gical dependence on drugs, It comest
from the leaves and flowers of the plant
"Cannabis Sativa"

DOSAGE

R is Ordinarily smoked in the form
of cigsrettes. it is also smoked in
Chillums & Haokas.

EFFECTS

When a person is on Marijuana he
is usually referred o be “high™. The
person feels as if he is drifting or floating,
sensory inputs are enhanced: colours
look brighter, smells seem richer. Owver
dosage leads to overtakativeness, intense
anxiety and depression (Marijuana does
not usually produce a physiological de-
pendence.)

{Lysergic Acid diethylamide)

it is the most potent of the hallu-
cinogens. This drug has unusual hallu-
cinogenic properties. Hoffman who
discovered this drug narrates his own
experience I sank into a kind of darkness
which was characterised by extreme
activity of imagination. As | lay ina
dazed condition with my eyes closed
there surged upon me an uninterrupted

stream of fantastic images of extraordinary
plesticity and vividness and accompanied
by an intense kaleidoscopic play of
colours. This condition gradually passed
after two hours."

When a person usually takes L S.0.

The thoughts created in one’s mind during
an L.S.D.trip can be menacing and
terrifying.

Dependence is the most striking and
devastating effect of addiction. The body
becomes so accustomed to functioning
in the presence of the drug that it cannot
function properly without it. A continued
use of drugs over a period of 30 days
or more is sufficient for complete addic-
tion. A drug addict is typically an
emotionally immature person who is
unable to develop long range goals.
Just for a temporary relief he might
take to drugs. But a drug addict is
defeated before he begins.

Aldous Huxley remarked “That hu-
manity at large will even be able 1o
dispense with artificial paradises seems
very unlikely.” So to conclude drug
abuse will remain a very severe problem
which we will hardly be able to tackle.

SURVEY FINDINGS :
The surveys conducted in the slums and colonies revealed the nathaetie plinht of

the people thers. Lack of cieaniiness and indifference to hygiene emerged as the most
dangerous evil. Impure air from factorias add to the misery. Iliteracy, unemploymant
proximity of liquor shops, and lack of medical facilities hamper development. Moral
degredation has reached alarming proportions, with even cases where wives are exchang-
ed. Monthly family earnings are misarably low, averaging less than Rs. 100!- par house
hold.  The life in these colonies and slums was characterisad by a lack of order of any,
sort. A redeeming feature, however. was the popularity of inter-caste marriages in thesa
communities, and hence, an absence of caste rivalries

With 82% of the population entrenched in the villages, the nature of our country
is such that nothing is more important than rural reconstruction and development.
The objectives of the N. S, S. can be fulfilled only if the students are con-

versant with all aspects of the village community and the changes there in. The N. S, S.
should be a connecting link between tne poor & the rich, the rural & the urban populace

and its chief objective should be “Education through Community Service’, That is what _

we should strive for,

The future of the N. S. S. depends mainly on the sustained work of the present
volunteers in the right direction,and their success in enlisting the co-operation of the public.
