PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE

hough all participants in the educational processes in our State

are aware of the deficiencies and drawbacks in our educational
system no effective steps are being taken to overcome these.
If any remedial measures are mooted by Government or any responsible
participants the very idea of remedying anything is resisted by
various interested sections. Is there any nation in the world where people
and leaders cannot agree on what is best for them? Of course there
may be differances of opinion regarding mode of implementation,
but these can be amicably settled in any society where common sense
pravails. Kerala seems to be the only place were people including
those claiming to be educated, spend all their time, energy and
resources for fighting against implementation of policies without
having a positive programme of action as a suitable alternative. It is a
type of negativism that we seem to be specialising in. A few years
ago an eminent educationist of our land suggested that all educational
institutions of our land be kept closed for two or three years.
If such a step is taken, is any serious damage going to take place?
Will such a drastic measure enable us to get a detached view of the
present chaotic scene and think out the issues more clearly and to plan
for what is best for us? All the present efforts look like struggling in
a muddy pond. Let not the adults fool the youngsters anymore saying that
they are warking hard to equip youngsters for life in the 21st century.
'Enriching themselves' rather than "equipping the youngsters’ seems
to be the policy adopted by the so called leaders, especially the
political leaders, and every realm of life having been politicised, has
its own political leaders. Every responsible citizen has to ask the
question, " Will this type of politics of ‘self-seeking and negativism’ take
us any where near the demacratic, socialistic and secular pattern of
society we all claim to strive far?"

Who cares now to ensure that our democracy grows with
necessary mechanism for corrective measures?

Here is a quotation from
Mr. Ittyerah’s article, setting forth
the Principle of Fellowship

work: “While helping individuals
to discover and discard self-
cenired tendencies in their
thinking and feeling, a Fellowship
stimulates and sustains the faith
which alone leads to fruitful

and effective action. Whera
individuals are apt to be weak or -
wavering or self-centred or
one-sided, a Fellowship so
sustains and disciplines them as X
to make possible a truer
discernment of God's will and

a deeper appropriation of

the power to fulfi] jt*.

Mr. Ittyerah was perhaps the
most physically active person
ameng the first four members of
the College Fellowship, and
there was no aspect of the life
of the College in which his
enthusiastic leadership was not
conspicuous, as the old residents
of College hill used to report to
us of a later generation,

In this context, it will be good
to remember that the Fellowship- '
method of work is net just
another name for a democratic
system of dacision-making. The
Fellowship process is very much
more than democracy in

action. It is based on a common
openness to the inspiration,
guidence, and enabling stimulus
of the Holy Spirit, and it is
sustained by mutual
éncouragement, mutual

Carrection, and mutual co-

Bperall_on' among the members,
The Pmiuwmip method will

work where members are really
willing to take on responsibilities
and to do things, but not where
people enjoy being smart enough
to find out where others go
wrong or fail to perform, while

at the same time being unwilling
to take on responsibilities and

to do things themselves. In the
Fellowship method of work there
is no place for mere observers and
mere commentators, there is
place only for active participants
who are eager to do their best
and to share responsibilities
according to needs and abilities.
A Fellowship is a testing-

ground for real humility and
burden-bearing love.

One of the qualities that made
Mr. Ittyerah a model for Fellowship
behaviour was his genuine
humility. For Mr. Ittyerah,
humility of course did not mean
self-depreciation or withdrawal
from responsible activities,

It meant freedom from obsession
with oneself, coupled with respect
for others, In him meekness was
not weakness, but disciplined
strength. One of my earliest
memories of life in Union
Christian College as a student in
the nineteenthirties is that of

Mr. Ittyerah standing with the
students, watching an inter-
collegiate football match, and
insisting on the students cheering
not only our own team but also
the visiting team from some

other college. He taught students
to develop true sportsmanship
through respect for opponents
and moderation in the celebration
of one’s own victary,

There were several outstanding
personalities among the teaching
staff of the Union Christian
College in those days-men who
Were among the greatest in

the country, especially in their
own chosen fields of teaching.

The students respected all of them
as men and as teachers.

However, | believe it will not

be an exaggeration to say that
there was no one who was loved
more than Mr. Ittyerah by th?
students or by the people living
around College hill. He was

a friend to all.

Mr. Ittyerah married at a latar_
age than is the usual customlln
the Syrian Christian community.

. CARBON MONOXIDE -CQO.

Carbon monoxide (Co) is pro-
duced by incomplete combust-
ion of any carbon containing
fuel like burnig of gasolive in
motor vchicles. It is known to
be a treacherous and deadly poi-
sonous gas, It induces a variety
of symptoms ranging from dis-
comfort through headache, visual
difficulty, paralysis, coma and
death. It ties up the haemoglo-
bin 210 times as readily as
oxygen and blocks the normal
transport of oxygen from lungs
to other parts of the body. Breath-
ing aircontaining 100ppm (parts
per million) of Coreduces the
Oxygen carrying capacity of blood
by about 15%. In heavy traffic,
