Eet me Convey iy warin greetings and best wishes to the staff
and students of the College through this column,

Ower the past four decades, there has been a remarkable growth in the
pumber of universitics and colleges, student enrolment and faculty members
and also the related infrastructure. Now there are 152 Universities, 5750
colleges, over 32 million students and about 200,000 teachers in the Univer—
sity system.  Commissions like the Radhakrishnan Commission and the
Kothari Commission have suggested methods for improving the quality of
higher education in our country, Unfortunately, these recommendations
have not received the required attention of those who claim to be the

custodians of higher education.

There is no doubt that many of the Christian institutions of higher
education in our country had 2 pioneer role to play in this field. Certain
qualities are expected from the graduates who pass owt of Christian
Culleges, These include : faith in God, moral uprightness, sense of justice,
academic  brillisnce, ~ humility, discipline, coneern for others, broad-



mindedness and leadership qualities. Unfortunately, the present atmosphere
in the College campuses is not conducive to the acquirement of the
above qualities.

An impartial study of the College campuses will reveal that many
working days are lost because of strike for one reason or other, The problem
is very acute in Kerala. Every political party has its students’ wing and
the students waste a lot of their time, energy and money in the name of
College Union clections and related activities, Very often the aim and
purpose of the College Union are not fulfilled. Instead of positive achieve-
ments, negative results are obtained. There are many real issues which
students have to be concerned about, viz., outdated teaching methods, evils
of dowry system, corruption at different levels, poor transport facilities,
frequent clectricity failure, poor health scrvices, inequality in the distribution
of wealth, detcrioration of meral and civic values etc. Instead, students are
misguided by selfish and perverted leaderships to raise their voices for
wrivial matters often seriously affecting their studies as well as those of
others. This situation must be changed for any improvement in the academic
set up of thii country.

Union Christian College can be proud of her alumni who occupy
responsible positions in different rm of the world. They include eminent
politicians, writers, scientists, doctors, engineers, principals, professors,
judges, lawyers, bishops and priests.  Many past students of the college are
playing a vital part in the missionary work of different churches. Chapters
of the U. C. College alumni association are being organised in different
patts of India and abroad. The alumni consider their alma mater with
affection and sespect and are ready to extend moral as well as financial
support to the institution. The neighbouring institutions like the Alwaye
Settlement, the Rural Medical Mission and the Christava Mahilalayam
Girls' High Schoo! have drawn inspiration from the Union Christian
College, Alwaye.

During the last 68 years of its existence, the Union Christian College
has influenced large number of individuals. Most of them have made
positive contributions to the society and the nation. There is no doubt that
in the coming years too the College can contribute a lot for the
improvement of the nation, The social and political conditions in the
country are undergoing rapid changes. Even in the changing situation,
our College has great relevance and an important role to play. There are
certain qualities which are unique to this institution. While preserving the
desirable values and traditions, the college should be prepared to welcome
new ideas and challenges which will help in the creation of individuals who
could play better role in modern India.

I use this phrase * critical insider '@ We have som:
insiders - people who are insiders to our culture, 1f
you are an insider to your culture, you are likely
be blind to many aspects of your calture. By culture
I mean our literary culture and other cultures
Mahatma Gandhi said when he came to India “The
most creative Indian is going to be one who is exposed|
to the West, butat the same time who has roots in
his own culture" Some strange combination of th:
two has been necessary in India — exposition to the
critical traditions of the West and at the same tms:
having roots in your own culture, If you are jus:
exposed to the West, you are westernized, you are no
longer of any use to your writing. And you are u
second rater in the West when you go there. If you
are not exposed to it at all, you may slowly become an
uncteative admirer of your own past, and you may
become a sentimentalist. So if you are a crivical insider,
then you have all great writing coming from rhar kind
of position. All “our great writers are critical insiders
—not only of the present, but also of the past. In the
12th century in Karnataka, there was a very great samt

et — Basava — who attacked the caste system, We
often think that Indian evils have to be attacked only
through the West. No, not necessarily. We have had
enough traditions within India from Mahavira,

of articles he has written. He has .
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anti-English, | want English to be learnt, but our roots
have to be in our own regional colture. Then I think
there will be a total decolonization. And coming
back to my earlier idea, 1 want to point out that then
you will be a true critical insider. Insider—because
You write in your language; critical—because you have
inherited a mind which can see, discriminate in your
own culture what is good and whatis bad. If you
don’t do that, India has no real creative future. I think
our past was critical, If it had not been critical,
Sankara would not have criticized earlier Acharyas:
later on Ramanuja would not have criticized Sankara,
and Madhwacharya who came later would not have
criticized both of them. We have now something

like an oriental Indian tradition which we worship.
That will not do. We have to be insiders, but we
have to develop this disceiminating spirit. 1 hope more
people who take to writing in Malayalam as Prof
Nambiar has done will do that because they bring
knowledge from the outside world and they are rooted
in their own culture, | would like to see more of it,
and I would like to see students to have this continuity,
1don't want to meet a Malayalee student who is not
familiar with Asan’s poetry.  If lask him, 'Do you
know Asan’s poetry? And if he answers "My
parents used to talk about him, butIdon’t know
who he is”, then it will bea wvery tragic thing.

Indeed writing is one thing and reading is
another thing.
