Environmental protection will remain a debatable issue as long
as man wrestles with the problem of development. This per-
haps is a subject that we can not afford to ignore.

In 1971, when Edgar Mitchell landed on the moon aboard
Apollo 14, his first glimpse of earth from space sent him into a
rhapsody. It looks like a sparkling blue and white jewel... laced
with slowly swirling veils of white... like a small pearl in a
thick black sea of mystery — he radioed back effusively to
Houston, Twenty-eight years later, if Mitchell were to be sent
back into space, and allowed to see the earth, a vastly different
sight would greet him. He would see giant punctures in the
protective ozone shields over Antarctica and North Amenca.
~ Instead of sparkling blue and white jewels he would see a dull,

dirty earth filled with dark, swirling clouds of carbon and sul-
. Mitchell's telescopes and cameras, lifeless as they are,
would be stunned to see the 'falling forests,' nbbons of poison
criss-crosging the land,' and 'dark balls of tar lining much of
the ocean floor.' "Houston!" - he would radio back, "What on
garth have we done?"

We don't need to go 36000 Km. into space to witness what
we have done. It is all around us. We drink, breathe, smell and
see pollution. By spitting excessive quantum of heat trappers,
we gradually annihilate the earth; our refrigerators and air-con-
ditioners deplete ozone, exposing us to skin cancer, and the
smaller animals to genetic alteration.

This he made clear in his A man of prophetic
vision, he urged the Indians to do away with
na nationalism and to place and judge all the
sroblems with an international perspective, To
\quote him “the solution of any problem can never
* be attained on racial, national or narrow grounds "
By giving a wider interpretation to the con-
cept of nationalism, he had brought home the fact
‘that the main reason for the degeneration of Ind
wis her isolation from the rest of the world for

the lpet few centuries. This had narrowed her
views and narrowed the scope of her actions. So
if India wanted to raise herself once again, it was
absolutely necessary that she must assimilate the
spirit of modern science, develop technical effi-
ciency and practical skills and through these de-
velop a healthy and progressive body politic, This,

she could achieve only through her contacts with -

the rest of the world, and by learning many things

from others. To quote him "the first sign of na-

tional revival is expansion.”’ Through this mes-
sage, which contained a new and broader defini-
tion of nationalism, he was advocating a matetial
civilization for India. A material civilization was
necessary for removing poverty from which the
masses suffered,

Quite distinct from the reformers of the time,
Vivekananda held the view that national libera-
tion depended upon the upliftment of the masses.
In his opinion the real strength of the country lny
in the masses, and unless they "were drawn into
the struggle, India would never be free™ His
concern for the poor masses was very much in-
fluenced by the ideals of his master Sri

Ramakrishna and what he really saw and experi- &

enced during his wanderings in India. As an as-
tute sociologist, he had gone indepth into histari-
cal aspect of Indian society and found in its an-
nals that the masses had been neglected by the
ruling classes and that their neglect for centurtes
made them downtrodden and depressed for ever.
After analysing the cular situation, Swamiji
came to the conclusion that the main trouble in
Indin was the loss of her individuality and the
lost individuality could be restored only by rais-
ing the masses. He strongly rebuked the nation-
alists who lay the blame for India's degradation
at the door of others and yet chose to ignore the
cause of the sunken masses. To those to whom
nationalism meant safeguarding the interests of
their own class Swamiji defined what true ideal
of patriotism was. In one of his speeches he

, Whlt is counselling?
The New Encyclopedia Britannica (1988) defines
selling as ‘the process of helping an individual
and develop his educational, vocational and
35 logical potentialities and thereby 10 achieve
 optimal level of personal happiness and social
Iness'.
~ Keeping in mind the definition, counselting could
3¢ understood as a definite helping relationship of
ve, trust and understanding where through the
unsellor's sensitive understanding and skilful re-
onses the counsellee is assisted to discover him-
self and to find a more satisfying way of adjusting
imnself, enabling him at the same time to grow in
reedom and self confidence so as to become strong

Counselling differs from psychotherapy in that it
is usually applied to help ‘normals’ rather than pa-
tients.

Types of Counsclling

. Directive counselling: In a directive counsel-
ling a director is likely to lead the conversation and
try to persuade the counsellee to behave in certain
prescribed ways.

2. Non-directive counselling: In non=directive
counselling the counsellor merely ‘lends a friendly
ear' to the counsellee, perhaps, reflecting his thoughis
and feelings and detailing the alternative form of
behaviour,

3. Eclectic: This is a synthesis of many meth-
ods. Some of the features are; It gets the counsellee 10
do the maximum talking and to take the final respon-
sibilities; creates ways for sell understanding ete

At present the technique of client-centered therapy
15 used in different types and approaches of coun-
selling such as:

1. Psychological counselling: for personal
growth

2. Depth counselling: aiming at psychiatric or
deeper psychotherapeutic treatment

3. Marriage counselling: Marmiage counselling
18 a method of helping the couple to become aware

of the dynamics between them and to create a regl
dialogue.

4. Pastoral counselling: It differs from other
counselling in that instead of the counsellor-
counsellee approach it specifically includes God in
the counselling relationship.

5. Existential counselling: This concentrates
more on the whole persan and what he is becoming
within his own world rather than thinking in terms
of his various internal bits and pieces.

Aims of Connselling

Some of the Aims Specified by Carl Rogers:

l. Greater mdependence and the integration of
the counsellee, Its aim is not to solve particular prob-
lems but to assist the individual to grow so that he
can cope with the present problems and with later
problems in a better integrated way.

In the game of politics, for politics as practised in the country
15 8 game, cnminality has been present all the while, covert
and behind the scenes, going unexposed many a time,
nevertheless corrupting public life and the polity. Politcal
marality and rectitude had not received severe jalts and there
had been some ethics left m politics. The phenomenon had not
reached such proportions as of today and the people, set against
heavy odds m fighting the trends, took it for granted as a way
of life. With the passage of time, the criminal trends have been
getting stronger and stronger, reaching such sensational levels
as to cause ripples in the polity, with the wielding of more and
more power by politicians, wideming the chasm between ethics
and politics, leading to patently corrupt practices

Power depends upon the politician’s success in the elections,
with sometimes incredible amounts of money spent on
campaigns which involve extensive canvassing including often
systematic bribing. The money comes from large contnibutions,
both free and forced, by industrialists and business houses
Black money operators, smugglers, boot-legmng profiteers,
hoarders, mafia dons, estate racketeers and the like also provide
the wherewithal and a nexus has been established between
criminals and politicians, Because of the patronage extended
by politicians in power to criminals, crime thrived. Recently,
instances have come to notice in LIP of a former ruling politician
having extensively rewarded with large cash grants persons
and groups who had earlier supported him or his party, from
discretionary funds. The police and the bureaucracy on the one
hand and the politicians on the other are the key players. It has
been said that in a certain state everyone from the level of the
chief secretary down to the collector of the district would toe
the line of the politicians. This vicious link promotes the growth
of the nexus between politicians and criminals. The Former
chief Election commissioner, T.N. Seshan has referred to this
ignominious relationship as a mix of three M's: “Mimster
power, Muscle power and Money power.”

The Vohra Committee Report which was tabled in the
parliament states: “there has been a rapid growth and spread
of criminal gangs, drug peddlers and economics lobbies in the

STRESS PROTEINS: MOLECULAR

a

Dr. T. Thomas Philip, Dept. of Zoology

All cells-from the simplest bacterium to the most
specialised neuron-increase the production of a cer-
tain class of proteins immediately after encounter-
ing a stressor. These proteins protect the cells from
the harmful effects of the stressor. The stressor may
be an increase in temperature, a metabolic poison,
an environmental contaminant, or any such noxious
stimulus. Because so many different stressors elicit
the expression of these proteins, they are called stress
proteins (Sps).

Sps were first noticed in the 1960s by biologists
studying gene expression in the fruitfly, Drosophila
melanogaster, in response to heat shock. When the
ambient temperature was increased, Cerain genes were
deferentially activated to produce specific proteins.
Hence, These proteins were called heat-shock pro-
teins. Later studies showed that the same proteins were
produced when stressors such as alcohol, heavy met-
als and other hanmful substances were used instead
of heat shock. The name, "Stress Proteins”, was in-
creasingly being used by scientists to describe these
unique proteins. SP expression has since been dem-
onstrated in cells growing in culture, in the tissues of
feverish children, and in the organs of heart-attack
victims, and cancer patients receiving chemotherapy.

An intriguing feature of SPs is that they are
highly conserved across the wide array of organisms.

For example, the DNA sequences for certain SPs are

more than 70% similar among bacteria, yeast, and
man. it is thought that Nature had conserved such
high degree of similarity because of the immense
advantage conferred upon organisms in coping with
stress.

The naming of SPs is generally based on their
molecular mass in kilodaltons. Basically, SPs are
grouped into families; thus we have SP70, SP20,
SP 100 families, as well as low molecular mass fanu-
lies such as SP 20.

Initially, it was thought that SPs were produced
only in response to a stressor. But 1t is now known
that several SPs are expressed in unstressed cells as
well. The SPs, thus, are far more than just defensive
molecules. Throughout the life of a cell, many of
these proteins participate in essential metabolic pro®
cesses such as protein assembly, protein trafficking,
interactions between hormones and their receptors,
and so on. Some SPs appear to orchestrate the ac-
tivities of molecules that regulate cell growth and
differentiation.

The exact mode of action of SPs in enabling
cells to cope with stress is not quite clear. Accord-
ing to a prevalent model, it is the accumulation of
denatured or abnormally folded proteins within cells
following a stress event that initintes a stress re-
sponse. The SPs, through various mechanisms, fa-
cilitate the identification and removal of such ab-
normal proteins from the traumatized cell. Some SP's,
(e.g. SP 60) serve as "work benches" to bring back
the abnormally folded proteins to their correct three-
dimensional configuration. Some others (2.g.
UUbiquitin) are involved in "marking” those irretriev-
ably damaged proteins for removal from the cell.

Scientists are only beginning to realize the prac-
tical applications of the SPs. Ong area is Medicine.
Victims of heart-attack or stroke suffer from
ischaemia, a condition where the delivery of blood
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to the heart or brain is compromised. This causes
deprivation of oxygen to these organs. When blood
flow is restored, the ischaemic organ is rapidly
reoxygenated- but this too can be harmful, as there
I8 generation of highly reactive molecular species
known as free radicals that can do further damage to
the tissues. Researchers have observed the induction
of SPs in both the heart and brain after brief epi-
sodes of ischaemia and reperfusion. The magnitude
of the response appears to correlate directly with the

* relative severity of the damage. Clinicians are there-

il

fore examining the utility of using changes in SP
levels as early indications for tissue and organs in-
jury. Also, raising the levels of appropriate SPs, per-
haps by pharmacological agents, may provide pro-
tection to injured tissues and organs. Such a thera-
peutic approach might reduce the trauma of tissue
damage during surgery, or help to safeguard isolated
organs for transplantation which often suffer form
ischaemia and reperfusion injury.

Another exciting application concerns the role
of SPs in immunity and infectious diseases. Immu-
huhgism have found that the SPs produced by a va-
h’:t}' of infectious agents such as the malarial para-
sites, tuberculosis bacterium, and leprosy bacterium,
are often the major antigens that trigger the immune
fesponse of the host. If the SPs of these pathogens
¢an be produced in the laboratory by recombinant
DNA technigues, they may have enormous poten-
tial as vaccines that protect against such diseases.

Immunologists are also intrigued by a connec-
tion between SPs and certain auto immune diseases

siich as theumatoid arthritis and systemic lupus

erythematosus. In such diseases antibodies against

the patients' own SPs are sometimes observed. If
these observations are confirmed on a large number
of patients, they may prove helpful in the early diag-
nosis and successful treatment of these diseases.

Toxicologists are exploring the potential use of SPs
in their own field. Changes in the levels of SPs in
traumatized cells may be helpful for assessing the
toxicity of drugs, cosmetics, food additives and other
products.

Molecular biologists have constructed "stress- |
reporter” cells, and organisms (e.g. worms and
fruitflies) whose DNA sequences activating SP ex-
pression are linked to a reporter gene that encodes
an enzyme, When such cells or organisms experi-
ence stress and produce SPs, the reporter enzyme is
also produced, which can be detected easily by colour
reactions, Since the intensity of the colour developed
is directly proportional to the level of the enzyme in
the cell, it is also an indicator of the intensity of the
stress response. Such cells and organisms are now
being used to assess teratogens (substances that cause
abnormal foetal development) and environmental
pollution levels, It is amazing that the SPs. discay-
ered rather serendipitously in the 1960s as mere
molecular oddities, have, in the subsequent three de-
cades, become the focal point for such active and
vital research. | think we have only just begun to
realize the importance and implications of these mol-
ecules in the day-to day lives of organisms. '

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NATURE ACTION GROUP

The U.C College Nature Action Group was estab-
lished in 1972 by a team of staff and students of who
had a common interest in, and concern for, our envi-
ronment. [t started as an adventure group, but soon
‘gequired a conservationist and activist orientation.
* The Nature Action Group has been consistently ac-
~ tive and effective in developing ecological conscious-
~ iess among the students and the public.
- The Nature Action Group has carried out a num-
~ ber programmes with the following over-arching
‘objectives: 1)inter-disciplinary research which has
‘2 bearing on environmental protection, ecosystem
management and wildlife studies; 2)environmental
education to the staff and students of U.C. College,
‘other institutions, and the general public; 3)adven-
ture training through its wing the Mountaineering
' (Zlub, and 4)training of student investigators for wild-
~ life surveys and environmental research studies. To
implement these, a specific group within the Nature
~Action Group has been created for each objective.
The Wildlife Survey Research Project Division
has conducted two statistical surveys of wildlife at
Periyar Wildlife Sanctuary (1974-75 & 1980-81),
yponsored by the UGC, both reports being published
subsequently. The work was acclaimed by many
jncluding the Prime Minister of India, Mrs. Indira
{Gandhi. The division conducted a Census of Nilgiri

received by the Kerala State Forest Department, In
- 1993, a Pilot Survey was conducted at Periyar Tiger

The Environmental Education Division has car-
ried out many programmes over the years, benefit-
ing & large number of people. Environmental aware-
ness classes for the students of Union Christian Col-
lege have been conducted from 1972 onwards, cov-
ering a variety of topics from the problems of defor-
estation to ecosystems to organic farming. A Club
for star watching was formed in the college in 1987,
Several environmental training camps have been held
from time to time to educate students of other col-
leges.

This division has also taken an
activist stance over the years, In 1980, the Nature
Action Group gave leadership in resisting the indis-
criminate dredging of the Periyar river resulting in
damage to the river eco-system. The division orga-
nized a programme of seed collection and distribu-
tion to local farmers in an aforestation drive on waste-
lands. Probably the most significant achievement
of the activism of the Nature Action Group was the
popular education movement to protect Silent Val-

ley which was later declared a National Park.

The Adventure Training Division {Mountaimeer-
ing Club) has conducted a number of exciting
programmes that have been both challenging and edu-
cational. It organized nature camps and trekking ex-
peditions in the Western Ghats during 1973-98. The
areas covered include Silent Valley, Munnar,
Kodiakannal, Kakkayam Dam, Thattekadu Bird Sanc-
tuary, Eravikulam National Park, Parambikulam, and
Kundoormmedu. Also, an All India Trekking was car-
ried out by two members of the club i 1975-76. An

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were carried out. There have also been boating expe-
ditions and ineering traiming. In one special
event, a select team of 10 students and 3 teachers con-
ducted an expedition to the source of the River Periyar
~inApril, 1997, The hazardous trek through dense ev-
ergreen and leech infested jungle was completed when
the team discovered the source and crossed over to

s Tamil Nadu.

The Wildlife Survey Investigator Training Divi-
sion has trained a number of people, notonly at U.C.
College, but also of other institutions, in the valu-
able skills of wildlife investigation, In 1992, 30 stu-
dents and 5 teachers of U.C. College successfully
completed field training at Periyar Tiger Reserve,
- sponsored by the United Board for Christian Higher
Education (UBCHEA). Students and staff have also
- been trained from Trivandrum, Palghat, and Trichur,
- Members of the Group participated in the State Level
Wildlife Census of Kerala during April May 1993 at
various stations. Also, members of the Group as-
sisted the U.C. College Computer Centre in the data
' ‘entry of the Tiger pug mark data and the census data
of Nilgin tahr which was analyzed using the soft-
ware prepared in the U.C. College Computer Cen-
tre. A number of publications have been published
using the data collected by these investigators of
Nature Action Group.
The Nature Action Group has kept a reason-
 ably well-mantained record of the entire activities
and programs. It has also preserved with care docu-
ments like i tiger pug marks, and simi-
lar items for later consultations. A good number of
former members of the Nature Action Group are
working in various government and private Depart-
ments related to environmental studies, eco-devel-
opment and related areas. Many of them have started
nature study cells in their work places and still keep
contact with the U.C. College Nature Action Group.
The U.C. College Nature Action Group served as a
source of inspiration to various Colleges in the State
‘with regard to the propagation of environmental
-awareness. The spirit and tempo generated by the
‘activities of the Club has inspired a large number of
students of this college and the nearby institutions.
The nature clubs organized by the ex members of
the club in the villages near the college are active
organizations propagating the ideas of nature con-
on.

Action Group, the Centre for Cultural and Emluﬁ-]
cal Studies (CCES) was established in July, 1996,
It was an official organization to combine the efforts
of the Nature Action Group with the Archasological
Museum. The Centre has been set up to develop
and spread environmental and ecological conscious-
ness, to impart knowledge and awareness about the
major environmental problems, and to kindle enthu-
siasm among the students and public about preserv-
ing the country’s rich cultural heritage.

The Centre has conducted three diploma courses
in 1) Nature Studies and Wildlife Management,
2)Human Ecology and Tribal Studies and 3)Archae-
ology. In the Archaeology course, several impor-
tant historical sites have been surveyed, salvaged and
preserved. The students of the Human Ecology and
Wildlife Studies course have conducted socio-eco-
nomic and cultural surveys of several tribal settle-
ments. In addition to the tribal surveys this course
continues in the vein of the original Nature Action
Group. Ecological understanding, environmental
awareness, and wildlife investigation are all carried
out in this course, with both classroom theory and
field experience.

During 1974 Dr K.V Kunhikrishnan joined
Dr.Rajan Varughese to lead the Group and continues
to serve as the Co-ordinator, Dr. P.J.Cherian, Dr.
C.A.Antony, Prof. A.M.Geevarghese, Prof. V.M.
Johnappa, Prof. P.C, Cherian and Mr. M.I. Punnoose
are actively associating with the programmes. Dur-
ing the early years, Prof. T.M.Mathew (Retired Pro-
fessor of History), Mr.K.A. Mathew (who later joined
the IAS) and Dr. PM.Rajan Gurukkal (till he joined
the INU) were active in the Group.

The Nature Action Group has provided a valu-
able service to its members, the college, the com-
munity around and our country. The variety of ef
forts have had profound impact. The Nature Action
Group has received several awards, including the Dr.
P.S. Job Memaorial Award of the All India Associa-
tion for Christian Higher Education (AIACHE), Sri.
K. Blalachandran presented a gift to the CCES for
its contribution to enlighten the students and the
public on cultural and environmental awareness. It
has been very successful in the past, and it hopes to
continue so for years to come.
