No. On the con-
trary, if thot were the case,
things would have been difficult
for the media moguls! It is the
multitude of advertisements
that feeds such companies. But
in reality we unconsciously take
in the ads with our daily food.
The powerful symbolisms of

these ads are such that they in-
form our ideas, our thoughts,
our actions and even our
dreams [mind you, advertise-
ment designers are real smart!].
The manufacture of ideas and
actions, oblivious to the con-
sumers, is what is happening in
the cyber world. These ideas
and actions make the folks mere
fertilizers of big media conglom-
erates, The cyber-industry does
this better and a lot faster than
others.

Strong propagandist tendencies
of a US dominated cyberircle
are another crisis, espedially in o
‘Third World" nation. The polari-
zation, which was present before
the disintegration of the strong
‘Soviet Block’ no longer exists.

. As @ result it is the monopolistic

market tactics of Uncle Sam that
feed us. Things would've been dif-
ferent if United States [for that
matter any capitalist state] was
a working democracy. Sadly, it is
not the case and the steering is
in the hands of ‘Multinational
Corporations’ or the MNCs. Or-
ganizations like the UN that
should empower a non-aligned
spoce are now paper tigers,
Now comes the dounting task.
What is the alternative? What is
the alternative when the reins of
cybernetics are already in the
hands of a few ‘masters? How can
the concept of democrocy rise in
a cyber world when the death
knell of the concept has sounded
loud enough elsewhere?

As the media moguls and other
business giants have invaded,
colonized and commercialized

cyber-space, they've realized
that through announcements,
allurements and advertisements
in their already existing media
channels, miflions of people can
be trapped and made captive in
info-space (websites). Which is
another way of saying that the

One central question s
whether the various media ac-
tivist groups can generate sup-
port from sympathetic larger

aggregations such as religious
bodies, labour and whether edu-
cators can codlesce and work to
mabilize public opinion in favour
of media reform. What are lack-
ing are not ideas, but finance and
organized political muscle. If the
current battle, in its nascent stage,
s to succeed it should be engaged
globally, nationally and locally. At
the global level activists must join
together and push for invigorat-
ing and reorienting public service
groups like UNESCO & ITU (In-
ternational Telecommunication
Union). The ultimate goal must be
the establishment of a global
nonprofit public sphere to replace
or at least supplement the exist-
ing cyber set-up, dominated by
commercial media and the mar-
ket. International groups like the
WTO, IMF & World Bank, which
have been service providers for
existing commercial interests,
must be forced out of their exclu-
sive service to TNC communities,
regordless of social and political
costs. The battle for o democratic
cyber world is a battle for a more
just and democratic economy.
Cyber world might be the last and
the best battleground for a func-

History is semetimes called the
queen among different disciplines;

biological scences. Mark Bloch, the
German Historian, speaks of "the
Historian's craft”, suggesting ways
in which the subject assumes criti-
cal importance,

Ever since the emergence of the
human species, man has been
growing more and more civilized

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with the passing of each doy. His

mind and body have been subject
to continual refinement. Man's
civilized life has seen the origin of
writing, replacing vague ideas with
crystallized words. Thus, with writ-
ing, man started chronicling the
events with enthusiasm to feed
his insatioble memory. These
recordings slowly - but steadily -
grew into a full-scale activity, thus



bringing the term, "History' or his
story. Late Prime Minister
J Nehru has described
as the story of man from
Tbarmn' ism to civilization. As days,
onths, years decades and cen-
tyries passed, history acquired

new  forms and its

with history for different areas like
science, sports, cinema, music and
s:.‘r on. But the multiplying identi-
ties of history have domaged it se-
verely. People writing history are
called historians. Their ideas are
different; so each of them views an
event with o different point of view.
Palitical bias creeps in presenting
new ways of understanding an
svent. For example, take the sim-
Jbﬂe idea of @ mountain peak cov-
ered by snow and the sun's rays
hitting it. For a scientist, it is a case
of scientific thoughts, for a poet it
s an inspiration and subject for
paetry, and for a layman it is de-
lightful routine. Different histori-
is take note of historical events

frem different angles and in mo-
jotity of the cases, there is no uno-
nimity of opinion.

in! history, conclusions cannot be
drawn merely by stating the
paints. They have to be verified,
facts are to be presented and vari-
aus locks have to be unlocked. His-
tofy is not just wars, revolutions
and movements and leaders, but
it has dealt with human psychol-
ulgir from time immemorial, But
today, especially in India, history
is being interpreted in the most

selfish manner, and events are
crushed under the feet to suit
communal interests. Many events
can be mentioned in this context.
This recomposing of history in fo-
vour of a particular religion or
group has dangerous conse-
secular character of the country.
The lines below are about the cru-
elest designs of a set of people
who are determined to fulfill their
ambitions of seeing minority com-
munities shattered to pieces.

Recently, historian, Mr. N. Rajaram
in his findings on the Indus Valley
civilisation or the Harappan cul-
ture, said that the language of the
people was Sanskrit and brought
in “evidence" which he says, till
now, was hidden among the rub-
ble. His theory now represented
as the "Piltdown Horse" theory
states that the animal of the
Harappan seals was a horse. But
this proved to be a hoax, because
he had tampered with the tail of
a bull on the seal, and made it look
like @ horse. But this was soon
found out and the cat was out of
the bag. It was an attempt to drive
the Hindutva plank forward. Mr.
Rajaram has put in every effort
to ‘Aryanise’ the Harappan Cuk
ture, and is singing praises for a
group, which based on all facts
and remains, is an alien to India.
By indegenizing the Aryans,
Rajaram is certainly leaning to-
wards a communal position.

In a recent essay in the Frontline
Magazine, published in two parts,
historian Richard Eaton of U, SA.
has touched, perhaps the maost
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sensitive issue in India today, for
which history is being used as a
toy. The subject is quite clear -
temple desecration. Hindu fanat-
ics have raised this issue on vari-
ous occasions. This has gained
greater significance in the present
situation, in the wake of Ayodhya,
Communal colour is added to the
desecration of the temples be-
cause it is often said that Muslim
rulers destroyed many temples
and built mosques in their place.
Though a little of this is true, the
whole subject has been blown up
dispraportionately. Mr. Eaton says
that even Hindu rulers in the pre-
mughal and pre-sultanate eras
had destroyed temples of the op-
posing armies. He gives the exam-
ple of the Cholas who destroyed
temples of the Chalukyas and
took away many images, to de-
moralize their determination. He
also gives the instance of Harsha
who destroyed many temples of
Kashmir. Even in the sultanate and
Mughal periods, many temples
were built and also preserved. For-
cible conversions were rarely seen
and even when temples were
razed to the ground, it was with
the aim of shaking the strength
of the rebellious kings or chiefs.
Eaton says that Aurangazeb
separated religion from politics.
Once when a Muslim criminal
entered a mosque, he ordered the
soldiers to capture him by going
into that place of worship. Also,
there are attempts to paint

Aurangozeb as a religious bigot,
which is only true to a minute ex-
tent. Noted Indian historian
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K.N.Panikkar says that there is
nothing new in the destruction of
temples, because when the Span-
ish forces invaded Peru, they de-
stroyed many pyramids, which
were the prayer halls of the Az-
tecs and in their place, many
churches were built. Mr. Panikkar
also says that the Mushim rulers
never declared India as an Islamic
State: nor did the British, as ¢
Christion State. This makes all ef-
forts of the RSS agenda makers
to be decried as false and absurd.
In this context the words of Sir
Sayyid Ahmed Kahn may be
quoted: "The Hindus and Muslims
are the eyes of a woman called
India."

The history of India today goes to
the great lows of criticizing the
minorities like Musfims, Christians,
Parsis, Jains, Buddhists, Jews and
Sikhs. On certain rulers, exaggerd-
tion is taking place. Take the in-
stonce of Prithivi Raj Chauhan,
who is being defined as "the last
Hindu ruler of Delhi”, which itself
is @ blend of narrow thoughts. He
was defeated by Mohammed
Ghori in the Second Battle of
Tarain. Often during for nightly
Hindu gatherings, the advents of
Shivaji are specially mentioned.
For a greater part, shivaji was
fighting for @ maratha supremacy,
and in short, or clear words, he
wanted the "renaissance of
hinduism". But some facts are
misquoted because, Shivaji's army
or the Maratha army wasn't com-
pletely a ‘hindu force'.

There were g good number of
muslim officers in the army.
AlsaAurangazeb's army too had
hindu soldiers. Therefore, true facts
are being tried to be veiled, which
makes no real sense.

Their
ideas and thoughts are rejected
and their works are withdrawn
from publication.The latest victims
of this assault are historians, Prof.

It is not victims alone who
suffer, but with victims their fam-
ity in particular and society in gen-
eral suffer and pay for the nature’s
cruelty.

Dementia is a chronic,
usuglly progressive deterioration
of intellectual functions usually
owing to pathological changes in
the brain. There are many kinds
of dementia. The most common
cases are Alzheimer's disease and
vascular dementia, It was Dr. Alois
Alzheimer, a German contempo-
rary of Freud, who in 1906 first
identified dementia in a 51 year

old woman and a year later he
reported that pre-senile demen-
tia occurs in patients as young as
29.A break though in understand-
ing the disease came with the
work of researchers at Newcastle.

Dementia victims first
lose recent memeory and higher in-
tellectual functions such as judge-
ment and abstroct reasoning; they
then develop more severe
memory losses leading to spatial
and temporal disorientation. Fol-
lowing are the symptoms noted in
dementia victims; inability to con-
centrate, fluctuating mental states,
delusions, impaired recognition
(agnosia), insomnia, impaired lan-
guage ability (aphasia) and per-
sonality changes.

The impact of dementia
is felt primarily on family and,
then on sodiety in general, it ex-
tends to the medical, economic
and psychic areas of human life.
One of the severe problems that
are foced by those who care for
people with Alzheimer's disease is
that they often experience severe
stress. Research on the particu-
larly stressful aspects of caring for
dementia victims has shown that
the sense of lack of control over
what will happen next is of great

impertance. In addition, the
caregivers feel isolated, unable to
ing stress and confused about
their own reactions. Because there
is no cure and because of the daily
stress experienced by the core
takers dementia is a source of
great anxiety for many people.
Frustrating situations can couse
peaple with dementia to become
agitated. As a result the person
may cry, become irritable, or try to
hit, kick or hurt in some way. This
Can cause stress in many ways to
the caretaker and the family mem-
bers.

When dementia victims
have hallucinations the caretoker
cannot convince them that there
is no voice or people. If it occurs
often it can offect the family. An-
other effect of dementia faced by
families is the sleeplessness of the
dementia victim. The victim may
also display a dangerous tendency
to wander.

One of the crucial prob-
lem thot society foces is who will
take care the victims of dementia.
Because of the troubles they have

B

to undergo family members often
reject their parents and loved
ones or entrust them to some
caretakers which is more painful
than the disease itself

As dementio will affect
their ability to look after financial
affairs, there can be quarrels
among the fomily members or
relatives especially if the victim is
a wealthy person and if not prop-
erly settled. If the victim is still
working the employer cannot le-
gally sack him just for having de-
mentia. This can cause trouble in
the workplace.

The stigma associated
with the disease is another impor-
tant problem faced by the dis-
eased - most people see demen-
tia as mental disease. In this case
there would be the isolation of the
victims from the society and the
family. Doctors also do not give
much importance to this iliness,
because there is no specific treat-
ment available.

A major impact of de-
mentia on society is felt when we
come to a much larger, complex
and abstroct, but indispensable
area of morality. The indifference

of the family members, duty for *
money’s sake mentality of the
hired caretaker, total negligence of
the doctors can bring in a situc-
tion wherein the principles of so-
cial morality may find a new in-
terpretation to suit the advantage
of the healthy ones. This would be
an alarming situation in which the
possibility of rampant ‘mercy kil-
ing' cannot be ruled out, even with-
out the consent of the victims.
This is an illness that vic-
tims have to suffer for no couse of
their own and the family and se- *
ciety too suffer and bear the bur-
den of care and welfare, They try
to shed off their responsibilities
towards the victims. This is o dis-
turbing situation. People need to
be awaokened to the owareness

that they are morally responsible
for the care of these victims. It be-

comes g duty of everybody to fo-
cilitate, support ond contribute for
the care and living of the victims.
The cure of the disease being un-
certain, what is required is to pro-
vide awareness to the healthy
ones through mass media be-
cause, as someone says "a drop
of ink may make some one think”

Decentralisation planning is an
instrument for social mobilisotion
and democratisation of govern-
ance. There is no doubt that a
decentralised system of planning
is more desirable than the oppo-
site system, ie., centrolised plan-
ning, especially in a vast country
like India. Attempts were made in
the past by some states like
Rajasthan, Karnataka & West
Bengal towards this direction.
However, it was the passing of the
Panchayati RajAct in 1993, 1., the
73rd constitutional amendment,
that the movement got a concrete
shape. There are inter-state vori-
ations in the responsibilities, pow-
ers and resource conferred to the
three-tier panchayathi raj institu-
tions, as the state legislatures
have been given the freedom to
determine the degree of decen-
tralisation. As someone stated,
"the state governments can either
make use of the constitutional
provisions to establish local seif-
governments or misuse the loop-
heles to maintain the status quo”.
Hence, it is clear that it is the sin-
cerity and will power of the gov-
ernment that plays a vital role in
making the process of decentrali-
sation O SUCCess.

It was the shortcomings of the
centralised planning that aroused
mass support in favour of decen-
tralisation. Under a centralised

localities. It has been our experi-
ence that this planning had been
a failure in addressing fundamen-
tal problems of development
foced by the country such as mass
poverty and unemployment. Fur-
ther, it offers no scope for the in-
volvement of people in notion
building activities.

All these do not mean that the
centralised system of planning is
totolly undesirable. There are sev-
eral issues that can be optmally
addressed only at the central level.
So what we need is an integrated
approach where the lowest unit
is allowed to plan and implement
everything that can be perfarmed
most effectively at that level, at the
same time ensuring central por-
ticipation in those areas which re-
quire attention at higher levels.
The Kerala Panchyathi RajAct was
passed in the year 1994, as per
the provisions of the 73rd const-
tutional amendment that paved
the way for the three-tier system
of governance. In Kerala, this type
of planning got momentum four
years ago when the present gov-
ernment initiated the 'People's
Plan Campaign (PPC).Till then, de-
centralised planning meant local
participation only at the imple-
mentation level. The protagonists
of the people’s plan claim that this
system ensures people’s involve-
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nt not only at the implemen-
gtion stage, but also in plan for-
lation. The PPC, which was for-

The data also provides that the
PPC has helped to end the stog-
nation in the agricultural sector.

99.The data from panchayati raj
institutions show that 3,804 small
and mini enterprises were set up
in the state under the PPC during
the last 3 years. Dr.Thomas Isaac,
Planning Board member, says that
the vigorous activities carried out
by the PPC on housing, agriculture
and other sectors had a definite
positive impact on the economy of
the state.The planning outhoitites
also claim that the PPC is giving o
new direction to the Kerala model
of development.

Even though the government fig-
ures speak of the remarkable
progress achieved by the PPC in
various fields, we know that it is
not certainly an unmixed blessing.
Despite the extreme care taken
by the planners to ensure that a
predominant share of the plan
funds made available to the local
bodies is spent on productive pro-
grammes, the popular demand for
more bridges, roads and similar
projects could not be kept on the
leash.

One of the criticisms against the
'Peaple’s Plan' is that it was taken
up far too soon without proper
devolution of powers and deline-
ation of authority, both adminis-
trative and operational. Critics ar-
gue that the agenda of 'People’s
Plan' should have waited until the
completion of the process of de-
centralisation.The official explana-
tion given to this was that the
perceived handicaps were insepa-

_

rable and that the elected bod-
ies, their officials and the people
could be motivated to prepare
local plans that will reflect the
octual needs of the people. The
result was that the whole exer-
cise came to rest in the hands of
people who had no experience of
the planning process.

Another important aspect of the
'Peaple's Plan' is that in the ini
tial days, there was mass partici-
pation of people in gram sabhas.
were also raised on the criteria
by which the selection of benef-
eficiaries, hence, distanced them-
selves from the activities of the
panchayats including attending
gram sabhas. An important flaw
in the system is that even though
the panchayats never faced any
financial stringency, they couldn't
make good use of it because of
the absence of expertise. With
decentralisation and ‘People Plan’,
the local bodies were burdened
with too much money, which they
were ill equipped to make use of.
The only safeguard to insulate the
programme from criticism was
the appointment of expert com-
mittees in the panchayats, The
expert committees, expected to
act as a watchdog against the
possible misuse of funds, suc-
ceeded, to some extent, in provid-
ing expertise to the gram
panchayats, which they locked.
An important defect of decen-
tralisation is that there has been
duplication of work being under-
taken by the different tiers of the

98

government. The best example is
the vegetable cultivation pro-
gramme which is being imple-
mented by oll the four-tiers of gov-
emnment, each with its own norms
The panchayats are reported to
be facing the problem of market-
ing the additional surplus. This is
just an example among many
such problems that coll for greater
integration drawn by the different
tiers of the government

Some critics point out that decen-
tralisation has led only to decen-
tralisation of corruption.The chak
lenge now before the planners is
how to maintain the momentum
of the PPC. Enthusiasm of the
masses and their whole-hearted
participation is the key to the suc-
cess of any effort at decentraliso-
tion. But, already, there is evidence
of declining participation of the
people in gram sabhas. So, con-
stant mobilisation is needed to
sustain a campaign of this nature.
There is no denying the foct that
decentralisation makes democ-
racy more meaniful. The pan-
chayat rgj insititutions can play a
crucial role in recognising local
aspirations, conditions and needs.
At a more basic level, these initic-
tives will facilitate the empower-
ment of disadvantaged sections of
the society. Undoubtedly, it is the
best method available for us to
address the developmental prob-
lems faced by the country as a
whole. If ideally conducted, the
largest democaracy of the world
can show to the world that there
is no method of planning other
than the decentralised one.

So, rather than accusing the
West, let us learn from the pre-
dicament they are under on gc-
count of the cultural revolution
of Individualism. Our fate might
even be worse, if we are not on
our guard!

It is high time to wake up and
realize that the wove of Materi-
alism can no longer be resisted.
We connot help, but move with
it, but at the same time we
should not allow ourselves to
be dragged into the sea of in-
humanity. Let us both Eastern-
ers and Westerners strive to
revive the culture of humane-
ness within us.
