for carrying out education in this College, [ find that it
has great resemblance to the institution | have started
You have the same ideals which we have in Santinikethan,
| know that most of you have heard about the ideals of
Visva-Bharathi. | shall only briefly refer 1o them.

| have once lived in a village which was situated
on the bank of what was once a great river, and which
in course of time silted wp and dried up. So is
connection with the outer world was stopped for some
time. And when | was there, the rainy season began
and the river beds were filled with water, and its
connection with the other great river was established and
it was a time of great festivity for the village people.
especially for the children. The water flowed into the
dry watercourse. The hig boats outside world. in these

few months the atmosphere of the village on that bank
was greatly changed. This is in short the picture of the
idea which | have in mind of Santinikethan.

There was a time when India had her wider
connection with the larger world of men, and people came
from all the different parts of the world and the stream
of merchandise went from her markets to different parts
50 it was a great age when India occupied a seat in the
heart of humanity But gradually the channel of
communication became slted up and she became
segregated with her own boundaries and her life became
feeble and insignificant and we have been living in this
life of segregation. | feel it is my mission to try to bring
the stream of communication from the outer world inio
India; and the institution | have started represents the
idea in my mind

It came 10 me, this wish, when lately | went to

Furope and took a tour round the continent, and when
| found that the people of different countries of Europe
accepied me as their own poet and gave the warmest
welcome to me., - when | found that this was a fact, it
come to my mind that | had the responsibility to open
up conncctions of heart between India and the greal
Western Continent. | would have thought the idea
impassible of attainment a few years ago. But by some
good chance the time has come when Europe has tumed
her eyes towards the East expecting some help In the
trouble which she now undergoes, - some true help from
the East, from the same source whence it had gone to
all parts in former days. And by some good fortune |
represented to Europe this East, | was accepted by the
West. Then the idea became clearer to my mind than
ever before and | felt a hold upon it. 1 felt this duty
impased upon me by Providence.  This has become my
mission of life.

What | feel about our educational Institutions ts
this, that they must have some great Ideal behind them.
They must not merely have some method of outward
efficiency. some mere list of syllabuses, courses,
examinations, and other external things. You must have
some great ideal, and that ideal In our own times is to
release India from her imprisonment.- from her spiritual
and intellectual imprisonment. She must be released
from the narrowness of her ranges of life and mind. The
idea which belongs to the present age is the idea of the
federation of races. This fact has to be considered more
in this part than in other parts of the human race. The
fact that they are coming closer and closer 1o one another
is the great fact of this present scientific age. It has
become the mission of Science to bring these races
together. Now comes the vision of the moral and spiritual
man, 10 take It up and turn it towards worthy ends. If
India establishes her broad outlook and does not live the
life of segregation, then not only communication with the
rest of the world, but also communication with the races
inhabiting her own land will be opened.

When we sy we love India, we do not really mean
it. If Indian Is merely a geographical fact it may be true
that we belong to India but we do not love India. For
if this love of India has no deep and true sense in an
increasing of knowledge, then we must confess that India
is not truly ours. For if India belongs to us, the people
of cach province belong 1o us. | must say that | who
belong to Bengal have only a shadowy notion of the
people of this land. Yet | am ever ready for displaying
my pride In the fact that | belong to India. But do |
belong to it in reality? 1 live in one comer of it the

eastern part. | am famillar with Bengal, but the rest
of India is a greal abstraction o me. I our education
does not make us familiar with our motherland, has this
education any value for us? We talk about it on political
platforms. We talk of the cultural and political unity of
India. Where Is that unity?

The first step in the course of our progress mius!
be to know cach other; then we can have relationship
established in truth. Now il Is mere vague words and
nothing else, and so the educational institution if we haw:
any such which belongs to the people of India, must light
up the face of our great land so that all the children ol
india may know her. We often shout the patriotic songs,
Vande-matharam and others. But mere shouting does
not gives us the Mother. Our pride of India Is mene
vain glory, We do not undergo the pains 1o know her.
Do you know, when you sing"Vande-matharam” and “Wear
Khadar™ anythirg of the Punjab? What is Indla if it is less
familiar to you than England? You know mare of the
literature, philosophy and ethnology of England than of
India. And yet you shout Vandematharam. You do not
have real love for India. I you haves true loves, you
will keow her better,

India must be saved. nol by spinning yarn o
producing cloth, but by revealing the best gift which she
carries hidden in her heart. These must be revealed to
the world and o hersell, This is the idea which we must
have in our education. - 1o remove obstruction, and open
oul the doors, to let the Inner shrine of the motherheant
of India, where the lamp Is burning, to revealed 1o the
world. “For this we must try our best. When the doors
are shut, and when it is dark, then we are ignored by
the whole world. We must therefore open our doors
and say to the world:"We also have our contribution of
light to make in the famp-festival of the continents”.
You students must say Lo yourselves, that you belong 1o
this great land and therefore it is your duty lo discover
and reveal to the world the best that is in your country.
- and not begging for some crumbs from the Western
Saraswathi as If thal were the end of education. Nol
Instead of this, you must extend your hospitality to the
world. You must offer 1o the whole world all that India
has lo give. For this very reason | have opened a guest
house in Santinikethan, and | have ramed il Viswabharathi,
- a centre of world culture. | trust that India will be
true to her from the outer world when they come
1o her, and will not shame hersell by saying that knock
at her doars. 1t Is not true that India has no time Loday
1o contribute her share to world. She has the time and
the spiritual wealth and she must give frecly out of her
slore.

Alter exiting from the airport we moved for a preliminary
sight-seeing in Moscow and covered the Red square and some other
important buildings. Then we set off for Tula- the defence reglon of
Russia which was our home for the week we spent there. We were
accomodated at the centre for all Russian Core of Rescuers which ks an
organization that trains manpower between age group of 12 1o 15 In
various rescue operations. The cadets concurrently continue with
their accadamics in schools and are conscripted in to the Ammy at the
age ol 18,

Mast of our visits were centred around the Russian Military
Dept. They took us Lo the Institute of Antillery, Emercom the training
center of rescue operators, "Spatnaz'- the special forces of Russia elc.
Everywhere they tried to portray an image of a great power by displyving
their latest weapons . The cadets were highly impressed by the
techniaes adopted by their special forces In unarmed combat and VIP
protection . '

Our interaction with the Russian students at two nelghbouring
schools during our presentations on NCC and Indiawere exhilerating
We even went through various rescue operations and ihelr coulpmenits
along with the Russtan cadets. We were also laken toa nearby vilkige

named Dacha. There the warmth and hospitality shown 1o s by them
made us feel at home. 1t was really a wonderful and unforgettable
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experiance to be in Yasnay Polyara,the birth and burial place of the
great Russian writer Leo Tolstoy . As the name sugpests  Yasnay
Polyana means “peaceful lields ™ which are spread over hundreds of
acres of rolling Russian country side graced by dense forest of Birch,
oaks, maple and evergreen ferns. The walk through these woods was a
uniguie experience when nature in autumn was replendent with liery
yellow,golden browns and verdant green.

we spent last two days of our delegation in Moscow, There we
visited the suvarov Military school which is akin 1o our Rashtriya college.
We also got the exceptional chance towitness the world famous Russian
biallet and clrcus. We were also taken 1o an Arms Museum and then
1o the museum ol “Samovary’, the Russian Leapots.

The mosi exquisite moment of our trip was our one day
stopover at London. I was just like Icing on the cake 1o our ten days
long, enjoyable indo-Russlan Youth Exchange Programme. There our
accommiodation was arranged by Alr India and the Embassy who even
took us for @ sight secing tour.

Apart from these remarkable experiences there are
some striking things which you will witness in Russia. The
Russians project themselves as a great military drawing
customers. Precarious economic and Ninancial situations have
stopped them from fully ashieving their desires. Our younger
counterparts arc very smartly dressed and cool in terms of
fashion

Every ltem on sale appears to be Imported and beyond

the reach of an average Russian. Anyhow they give dignity to
labour and are prepared to do all kinds of work. unlike peaple

In India. The people’s innate love for art and cullure Is evident
inthe grand performances of ballet, circus and the paintings,
woodcarvings secn at the market-Tlsmallskoye™. Regarding
their food habits, eventhough they avold spicy food, their diet
Is quite healthy and hyglenic. But they lack seriousness in their toilet
culture. The life style there, is in the pattermns of a centralized society.
They carry out their duties most efficiently under orders. Efforts are
still continuing to emancipate the malady of Red Tapism. The factor
which astounded all of us the most was their traffic discipline. Honking
was rare and hardly could we lind two wheeler vehicles. Traffic jams
were fare in Tula unlike Moscow, where these are at their zenith. in
our ten days stay, we noticed only one accident.

The education system is systematic and very much targeted.
It makes room lor extra curricular activities and other all round
programmes which enable the child to think three dimensionally,
Education is totally free. Seldom do they use English but recently they
have started giving importance o it. above all, the warmth and care
extended by the Russians were cordial.

Our YEP Russiawas altogether a dream come true event. The
glarious opportunity to visit the two metropolitan European capitals-
Moscow & London and the special invitation offered to us by the Alr
Chicl Marshal to witness the Air Force day Parade and the evening
party al his residence with the President, DeputyPM., Defence
Minister, Opposition Leader, Chiefs of other forces and various other
dignitaries after reaching India fulfilled our long cherished dreams.

Perhaps
It Is due Lo struggles in life- the difficulty in getting the
ends meel that people are no longer emotional or rather
they are numb lo emotions. Cultural, moral & family
values seem to deteriorate. Perhaps for thal ane reason a
lot of family abuses are seen these days.

Far somewhere deeply affected are our children
unaware ol these pressures in life but who are often
subjected to the ilitreatment of adults who take them as
objects tovent out thelr emotions. Rate of child abuses
is rising like anything these days. Why children? But in 3
society where such questions are taboo no one cares to
ask such questions. But should not we know what Is going
o arodmnd us.

A2l year old girl admitted in a rehabilitation centre
was seen 1o be a victim of child sexual abuse. She was
diagnosed as a patient of depression. She did not speak
lo anyone. She screamed olten, especially secing men
All she did was draw figures of boys on wall and splash
miud over il. She attempted suicide thrice. Her history

5,581 children are being subjected to such obnoxious practice
ayear. Though you lind It hard 1o digest and unpleasant 10
think. these are facts, facts which we tend 1o Ignore or
pacily our minds by saying as long as it doesn't affect us I
doesn't matter. Bul this alarming rate is calling our attention
to what is happening toour children. Perhaps you or your
near ones have been victims of child abuse and were lucky
to cope up: but shouldn't we stop there attrocious acts
happening around us? For that we ought to know what it is.

What is child sexual abuse? Many of us still don't
know the true definition. Child sexual abuse is any act
which Is performed with the intention of sexual gratification
103 child below age of 14, It could be anything from exhibiting
sex organs, masturbating the victim, explicit sex talk and
showing pornographic materials to Inserting objects Into
child’s anus, vagina, rubbing against the child and even
peeping when a child undresses.

Any of these acts are punishable.

Looking at the faces of these innocent children it is
hard to believe that anybody would do these abominable
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things to them. But who are these sbusers and Wi
oo sof

May be you would think these abusers arc loners,
mentally ill people or homasexuals. But the truth is that,
they are none of the above. They are just normal people
like anyane of us, They don'l coine from broken families,
financially low backgrounds; nor are 1I1::-.| loners. Siatistics
says that only 11% of abusers arc mentally Ill and 16% are
physically ill. They are judges, teachers, doclors, engineers.
soclal workers- people of all professions and all economic
clxsses. ... Why do they do these? The answer Is

It is-dismal to know that 9% of these abusers are
the child's own [athers and the rest siblings, school teachers,
grandparents, family friends and in rare cases outsiders,
There are mothers, sisters and aunts who abuse but since
the plcture of such a women is seen contridiclory Lo our
soclety’s picture of a women It Is seldom reported by children.

There are a lot of other factors that colour Lhe
environment for abuse, adds spice to the act of delicacy or
increase provocations. Media has a great hand in this.
Media which should be creating swareness regarding such
activities i% one cause of these acts. The advertisements
picturising children-as atluring little adults in vulgar clothes
and adult make up b5 an “abuscrs defight™ Though It seems
normal & cute to us these advertisements and bill boards
Are ProvoChlsons.

Even the newspapers have dissected these issucs
to an extent that |, has rendered people too passive 10
pieacl

With the arrival of inlernet we are now showered
with pronographic materials and nefgames which promise a
safe outlet for erotic energy. Bul these fantasies have taken
control over a person’s logical senses and are proving to be
highly provocative.

How does it feel to be a victim? 1t is definitely not
like being on a rollercoaster. Though few lead a normal life
as surviyors most tend to find difficulties in coping up with
the trauma. Their experiences hive left them so numb that
they find it hard to lead nocmal lives. Many become mentally
ill, some turn abusers themselves and some end up as child
prostitutes. The redstreets of Indkaare flooding with child
prastitules between the age of 9-14, Most victims Tind
problems in marriage and pareniing. They find it hatd o
Lrust anyone

Whait can we do to stop this? To slop abusers thore
should be no abuses but this is pol possible. We could
prepare the children to be sale, by leamning Lo diffrentiale a
good touch from a bad towsch, Wi could ask them Lo slay
away from strangers and make them leel free 1o tell us whiat
they go through. But when your own parents abise you
whome do you run 107 Today children live with hatred, Built
and confusion, When they cannol trust anyone will they be

BEHIND THE CAMERA ;
The story of controversial censoring

For the last month and 2 half we made attempts to gel 2
Censor Certilicate but were stalled. What we first thought
10 be mere bureaucratic delay may well be something more
deliberate. On Ist June the Sudhir Yardi Memorial Trust
had obtained special permission from the Police and
Entertainment Tax Departments to do a non-commercial
screening of our video at the YB Chavan Centre in Mumbial
as i1 was an award winning film. On May 30, Mr. Singhala,
Reglonal Officer of the Censor Board, Mumbal rang, the
Chavan Centre threatening dire consequences il the
screening went ahead. | phoned Mr. Singhala Lo fnd ot
why speclal permission could not be granted for the
screening, He denled permission and stated that the Censar
process would take its own time. He also pointed out that
ourvideawould run into trouble because he had seen the
transcripts. | was shocked. Why had the Regional Officer
seen our lranscripts before officially constituting an
examining commitice? 15 that the act of an impartial officer?
i also pointed out that the Films Division of India which
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comes under the Ministry for Information and Broadcasting
had not only awarded our video but had obtained

o screen all award winning films and videos of MIFF 2002
In Kolkata on regardless of whether they had censor
certificates. “"War and Peace” was to be their Inaugral film
o May 31. Mr. Singhata laughed and said “Let us see how
they show the film". He was right. This Regional Officer
has powers that go beyond his region. 1 learnt on May 31
that our video had been withdrawn 3t the very last minute
from the Kolkata festival. The Films Division could not use
the censor centificale argument here as many films they
were showing lell into this category. So they told the press
that our video "had not arrived.” But we have proof that the
Fllms Division signed a receipt lor the video two weeks
agat | do nat blame officials of the Films Division of anything
more than wanting 1o protect their jobs. They were going
to shw “War and Peace” in all sincerity until rudely stopped
by some Invisible force. This invisible force has in the Last
I5 years taken our country to the abyss. | want this invisible
force o come clean and reveal itself Lo the public gaze. Let
it openly declare that It docs not believe in democracy or in
the values propagated by Mahatma Gandhi. The values of
nof-violence and refigious tolerance are what “War and
Peace” celebrates and hopes to rekindle in this

2] cuts demanded by Censor Board on “War and
Peace”

The battle 1o free “War and Peace” from the murderous
&rip of the censors continues unabated. The film won the
best filmAvideo award a1 the government run Mumbai
International Film Festival in February 2002. In June the
Central Baard of Film Centification (CBFC) ordered 6 major
cuts In the film. When we took the film before the Revising
Committee, the cuts Increased from 6 to 21, An appeal
againsl the cuts has been filed before the Apellate Tribunal,
New Delhi.

Lack of Transparengy

So far the CBFC has shown a compleiely partisan attitude
towards War and Peace. Even before an official viewing
committce had been constituted, the Regional Officer of
the CBFC Intervened personally to stop authorized
sereenings of the film at a government run lesthal In
Calcutta. Alter the CBFC pancls saw the film, contrary to
established norms, the flmmaker was repeatedly prevented
rom discussing the film with members of these panels on
the Himsy grounds that “there was no consensus, ” However
consensus was eventually reached and the consensus is
that amangst ather things. even the mildest criticism of
the BIP must be deleted |

By not allowing the right o discuss the “cuis™ with those
demanding them, the principle of transparency was thrown
10 the winds. On one occasion when the fllmmaker did have
an informal conversation with members of the Examining
Committee, it led 10 the discovery that two out of four
members were functionaries of the ruling BIP. Indeed the
21 cuts finally asked for by the CBFC body. now headed by
aformer BIP legistator from Gujarat, do nol reflect " tack
of consensus” but seem to be drafled with a single-minded

political agenda.

Sample Cuts

CuL L "Delete the visuals of Gandhiji being shot by
Nathuram Godse™

Even for someone eapecting the worst from ihe CBFC, this
cut comes as a shock. s it now illegal in India to state that
Nathuiram Godse killed Gandhi? The visuals in agestion (a
close up of a country-made revolver belng fired) have been
taken from an old documentary film made by the Gandhi
Film Foundation. The Censor Guideline 2{xil) used 1o Justify
the cut Is” visuals or words contempluous of racial, religious
ar other groups are not presented:” CBFC does not specily
exactly whom they wish to protect from contempt.

Cul 2, "Delete the visuals of hands being cut with 3
blade and signing with blood by Hindus."

This sequienice shows people (nol necessanily only Hindus)
who celebrated the nuclear tests by signing messages of
congratultions in their own blood. The BIP conductid many
such campaigns across the country, The Guideline 2(iv)
relerred lo is: “pointiess or avoidable scenes of violence,
cruelty and horror, scenes or violence primarily Intended
to provide entertainment and such scenes as may have the
effect of desensitizing or dehumanizing people are not
shown; = A visit to any Bollywood film will prove how lx
CBFC is about gratuitous violence in the entertainment
driven commercial cinema. In contrast the express purpase
of "War and Peace” is 1o denounce violence and sensitize

peopic against the kind of jingoism and machismo depicted
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by the scene in question.

Cut 5. “Delete the commentary BIP is faced with
growing criticism™

This is the first of a number of cuts witich biatantly sticmpl
to prevent the stightest eriticism of the ruling party and is
as such, completely unconstitutional. The scene in auestion
is the inauguration of a pro-bomb music video by the BiP
and the commentary factually states: "With criticism
growing against the bomb, the BIP inviles the press 1o the
launch ol a music video,” CBFC sites two guldelines o
Justify their cut: 2(xil) “visuals or words contempluous of
racial, relighous or other groups are not presented; ™ and
2{xvil) “public order is nmol endangered:”
It is Impossible to understand how cither of these guidelines
is applicable. A political party secking popular support must
face criticism. It is not the job of the Central Board of Film
Censors to protect the BIP from criticism. Nox is peaceful
protest outlawed in our country.

Cul 7. “Delete the entire sequence, visuals and dislogics
spoken by Dalit leader including all references to Lord
Budha (slc )"

This cut refiers 1o.a seauence in which a Dalit nec-Buddhist
argues that |t Is a travesty that nuclear Lests were carried
out on Buddha's birthday and that the Buddha's name was
used as a military code to mark the tests despite the fact
that the Buddha. In contrast with gods in the Hindu
pantheon, has always been depicied as unarmed, Needless
10 say the sell-cvident irony of this sequence Is crucial for
the argument In the video. If we learn to question the very
concept of Holy War, not only would it heip bulld communal
peace. it could also help to rebuild our fractured nation.
The guideline cvaked 2(xvii) “public order Is nol
endangered;” cannol but cause amusement. I scores of

Cul 8. “Delete the reference to BIP uttered by villager.”

Once
again the CBFC Is revealing its true agenda by wanting this
pro-bomb lawyer 1o hide his party affiliation.

The fact that 3 Brahmin killed Gandhi cannol be wrillen out
of history.

<t tas been direcied under Guideline 2(xif). Here
the journalist Achin Vanalk argues that the BIP and other
forces have ised nationalism in the nuclear area but have
surrendered sovereignty 1o the USA In economic and
cultural fields.

A fact-finding
commission has so lar held the tapes 1o be authentic, Until
such lime as the matter goes to a proper court, there Is no
Issue of its being sub-judice. The commen tary that
avcompanies the visuals s appropriately descriptive and
Exctual.

Cut 21. GENERAL CUT “Delete the entlre visuals and
dialogues of all political leaders, including President,
Prime Minister& Ministers”

Surely in a list of shockingly undemocratic cuts this must
rank as the worst of all, The censor board has deemed i
unnecessary Lo pinpoint exactly which leader’s visuals and
dialogues they disliked so much that the public should be
protected by sultable deletions. The heading GENERAL
applies 1o all. The Censor deems It llegal 1o report the
speeches of Ministers, President, Prime Ministers and all
Political Leaders. Do we have a new Secrecy Act? Should
all politicians wear 2 mask from now on, and speak only in
code? If a person’s own ullerances are con sidered
defamatory of himself, surely this can only be done on
grounds of insanity and if that is the case, should such
persans be allowed to remain in affjce ?

Whilea cursory plance 3t the cuts demanded by the CBFC
expeses @ blatantly pro-ruling party blas, reverse inferenc
should not be drawn. War and Peace s not a film against
any particular party. If the BIP is criticized in places, so iy
the Congress Party, for having tested the first Bomb in
1974, Where the Tehelka armsgate in which the present
ruling coalition seems embroiled Is mentioned, 5o |s the
Bofors scam which undid the Congress Party in the past.
