Hawking

Govind G
Ist B.Sc Physics

Stephen William Hawking (January 8, 1942- March 14,2018) was an
English theoretical physicist whose theory of exploding black holes
drew upon both relativity theory and quantum mechanics. He also
worked with space time singularities. Hawkings studied physics at
University College, Oxford and Trinity College , Cambridge.

In the early 1960s Hawking contracted amyotrophic lateral scle-
rosis, an incurable degenerative neuromuscular disease. Hawking
worked primarily in the field of general relativity and particularly
on the physics of black holes. In 1971, he suggested the formation,
following the big bang of numerous objects containing as much as
one billion tons of mass but occupying only the space of a proton.
In 1974 the Royal Society elected him one of its youngest fellows.
He also received the Copley Medal from the Royal Society in 2006
and the U.S Presidential Medal Of Freedom in 2009.His publica-
tions include The Large Scale Structure of Space-Time, Super Space
and Super Gravity and The Grand Design.

For decades, film makers have
exploited this natural instinct. Minting money from torture porn
has also been easy for them thanks to the voyeuristic pleasure
derived by the patriarchal unconscious from viewing women

as sex objects. This fetishism of rape which is sometimes, even
misrepresented as a ‘turn-on'for women (which may or may not
be bathetic), has only promoted victim blaming and rape culture.
There are studies which even show that relating images of mas-
culinity with viclence, dominance and power coupled with men’s
exposure to excessive portrayal of violence is capable of desen-
sitizing them. Sexual assault may thus end up seeming to them
as less significant, making them incapable of empathizing with
real victims and in turn increasing chances of becoming abusers
themselves.

From the time when the topic of sexual assault used to be dis-
cussed in hushed whispers among the youth to these testing
times when toddlers need to be educated on it, the rape phe-
nomenon has served the Visual Media and Cinema in myriad
ways. Even though not usually functioning as the central partof a
plot, akin to death and torture, a rape story just ‘'spices up'every-



thing a little bit by raising the stakes high. It is often an'honour-
able'reason for a hero on a killing rampage to avenge a hopeless
weak female or a very ‘easy’reason to despise a villain in a crime
thriller. For a long time, rape stories were sold as a tool for inspir-
ing emotional reactions in men. It was always about the hero and
how he feels. His rage. His chivalry. His valour. His character de-
velopment. This trope further fortifies the irrational stereotypes
which mark male rapes as unimportant and quietens men down
because they don't want to seem ‘unmanly’

As the feminist voices began to be heard, kickass females with
guns and a strong desire for vengeance started to show up. These
rape-revenge stories were empowering in the beginning but
now they are just a recurrent unrealistic theme. Even when hero-

ine centered movies and TV a‘»,'a" pnpped up, the script writers

and portrayal of the LGBT community). Other than the mgtter of
gferating idle and uncreative writers by being an overus 4 plot
device, the manner in which the visuals disturb and sadden EEII
rape victims is an issue often not discussed.
The time for pointless, disturbing long minutes of graphic depic-
tion of rape is over. Visual Media and Cinema should begin focus-
ing on the ‘Before'and the ‘After. We no longer need answers to
‘What?' or 'How?' It's time to show what really matters and what
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is often neglected, i.e,, the question 'Why?. It's a complex, highly
sensitive topic which ruins lives every day. It's a soul crushing
phenomenon in someone else’s life which leaves an unforgetta-
ble negative impact till death that is being meddled with. This is
why it requires more respect in its depiction than just slipping in
careless rape scenes here and there. Of course there are stories
worth telling about rape and there are a couple of movies which
has dealt with the issue in an ethical, original way. But these are
considerably less and Visual Media and Cinema, being highly as
impactful as it is, ought to tell such stories carefully, with exten-
sive research on the topic. Nobody is born a rapist. How do they
end up being one? What are the thoughts that run the abuser’s
mind (especially when the victims are infants!)? How to avoid
such situations? What is the meaning of consent and how im-
portant it really is? How unjust victim blaming and rape myths
(he/she ‘asked’for it or he/she is lying about it) is and how im-
portant it is to signify that it is never ever the victim’s fault. How
brave it is to speak up and battle against it with the judgmental
society, the corrupt system and the rapist. And what the most
important part and the part which most movies and TV shows fail
to show realistically is the aftermath. How does the rape victim
overcome the trauma and return to normal life? Ways to heal
are different for everyone but equally important. What are these
ways? Just like the rapes of women and children why are the
sexual abuse cases of males and the LGBT community not given
equal importance?

There has still been a handful of movies and TV shows which has
had a goal to reach out to, which has taught us more about rape
in a realistic yet not too disturbing way and which has helped
rape survivors in a constructive way. But we still need more
scriptwriters to pay close attention to the lives around and do
their best to portray characters truthfully and accurately. it is high
time the industry stopped encouraging misinformed,
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misogynistic, bizarre and even dangerous scripts for the sake of
sensationalism and come up with professional, ethical, empa-
thetic and less profit motivated scripts.

While the artists do their job, it would make a lot of difference

if we as a society became responsible critics ourselves. And as
much as the loopholes in our law and its execution ought to be
mended, the way we treat each other should also change. May-
be it's time to rethink about watching and encouraging torture
porn and instead help sex abuse victims find their way back to
themselves. Maybe it's time to realize that what we have watched
mostly so far was sheer entertainment concealed under our
short-term feelings of ‘sympathy; ‘dignityand ‘gratitude’simply
to make us feel good about ourselves for pitying them. Maybe it
is possible to narrate stories, which would remind us what hu-
manity means every time we try to bend our ethics. Stories which
could touch us in a way as if it happened to a near or dear one.
Stories which could indeed stay with us forever just like it always
stays with (and haunts) the victim. Stories which would ultimate-
ly help mould a kind, understanding, ethical society at least for
the future. After all, it is important to remember that Visual Media
and Cinema is not just an influence to our society. It is also a re-
flection of our society. Hence the change should begin right here.

July 27, 2018, UCC, English Department Reading Room: Vamba Sherif
talked of an ancestral/personal dream that is no more! Vamba was born in
Liberia. But he was forced to move out due to the civil war that broke out
in the country, His family took refuge in Kuwait where his father worked
as a professor. And then Civil war broke out in Kuwait too and his family
moved to Syria; there too the ghosts of unrest loomed over the horizon,
From there they ultimately reached the Netherlands; apparently, it wasa
Ditficult Detour.

All through this Escapade-Exodus Vamba clasped on to the memories of
his mother: a mother who was arguably amongst the most phenomenal
women of Liberia. She owned factories and petrol pumps. Once Vamba's
grandmother asked his mother to sell a truckload of goods in the faraway
township market and come back with profit. She went to the distant mar-
ket and did just that and thus proved that she had grown into a woman.
She always knew what she wanted and never compromised and settled
for anything less. By way of an addendum Vamba addressed the predom-
inantly female audience at UCC thus: The future belongs to and would be
possible only because of women.

Vamba is relaxed yet astute in dissecting the cultural geography of Life-as-
a-refugee: “Whichever be the country, the natives usually believe that the
refugees come to their country because they do not want to do work. That
is to say, they are lazy and that they eat up the host'’s resources. So, they
always prevent refugees from holding significant positions/titles in their
country. A personal instance of this is me; | was denied admission to med-
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ical college, and I eventually enrolled to do law. And even after | chose
the writer’s path, I had to do twice the work than a native might put in, to
achieve what | have achieved.”

Regarding his books he maintains that they are singular later and plural
first! It was during the third year of college that Vamba decided to tell the
story of his country and through it sieve for meanings that might person-
ally signify something. His first book [The Land of My Fathers: 1999] was
an instant success and he got offers/invitations to deliver talks at different
circles; and it was during one such talk that he met his current wife - and
it was not easy to just be in love with a white Christian woman: but the
Sherrif community back in Liberia gave him support with a small diktat:
stick together, come what may!

Vamba's first book was translated and released in Malayalam by Saikatham
Books with the title Purvikarude Naadu [April, 2018] A curious confes-
sion is due here. | have read just this Malayalam translation and am writ-
ing about it in English! Regarding the mechanics of writing Vamba has

an interesting anecdote: “[M]ost importantly, | wrote love letters for men
intended for women who could not read them. Letter writing prepared me
for what [ would become later, a novelist”

At some levels The Land of My Fathers is a novel about the founding of
Liberia; a story that was desperately waiting to be told. It attempts an
insider-outsider sketch of the triumphant return of the freed slaves from
America to Africa. Once back "home, however, these Americo-Liberians
tried to integrate; but the resident tribes did not want/welcome them! In a
certain sense they were trapped and out of place [as Edward Said con-
ceives it]. However, instead of standing in unison against (neo)colonialism
and nativist xenophobia, they turned on each other.

In the work’s fictional terrain, the reader encounters Edward Richards,
born into slavery in America. He leaves for Liberia to join his beloved
Charlotte - to resolve a twenty-year in absentia bond. In Liberia, he wit-
nesses the difficulties the settlers face vis-a-vis the tribes scattered along
the coast of Liberia. He decides to head for the interior to preach the word
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of God to the natives. There he meets a remarkable man who would alter
his look on life forever - Halay. When the land is threatened with war
and the oracle ordains that a man must sacrifice himself in order to avert
an imminent war, it is Halay who rises up to the challenge. However the
Liberians’ belief that the sacrificial death will save them from any war is
shattered a century later, when a war wipes out even the descendents of
Edward and Halay.

The Land of My Fathers throbs with a textured African spiritualism root-
ed in the conviction that ancestral spirits will/does intervene in the lives of
the living. Inter-textually, this radiance merges with the narrative hues of
Toni Morrison's Beloved, Alex Haley's Roots and Ralph Ellison’s Invisible
Man - the mysterious capacity of the dead to hold sway over the living!

2:- Meena Alexander

“I have always grown up in a world where there were things one did not
understand, because there were languages that were not completely acces-
sible... I think this is a very good hedge against a certain kind of rational
understanding, the presumption of linguistic clarity or transparency,
post-Enlightenment, that sense that

everything can be known and a light can be shone into all parts of one's
thought”

November 21, 2018, New York: Meena Alexander is no more! She was
the woman who carried forward Kamala Das’ legacy of the English-smit-
ten Malayalee-minstrel; winner of the PEN Open Book Award for the
anthology [lliterate Heart (2002). Born in Allahabad, Meena Alexander
was raised in Kerala and Sudan; an eternal emigree, just like Vamba albeit
from the banks of the Pamba!

Even while living ten thousand miles away from her grandmother’s
Miranam-house beside the Pamba River, the images of motherland and
landscape are suspended in Meena’s memory. They have become the part
of her mnemonic world as she writes in ‘Poetics of Dislocation’, “bits of
places pour into me, the edge of muddy stream, green leaves of tree, [ can
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smell the bitter bark, stones at the edge of a dry road, a wall white with
sunshine wings of dove, somewhere over a slate grey roof” (8). In the
poem 'Everything strikes Loose, she laments over the bygone:

“Now the river trickles

through low hills

it tastes of childhood

the boats fly no flags

the races are all done

and flat barges driven by men

bear cinnamon, cloves, dried pepper”

The issue of diasporic exile holds sway in most of Meena's oeuvre. The
subsequent extract from the poem "Where Do You Come From?’ amply
illumines the probing critique of the very dynamics of cultural dispersion/
dislocation:

[...] I set out with mama from Bombay harbor.
Our steamer was S8 Jehangir, in honor of the World Conqueror —
They say he knelt on the battle field to stroke the Beloved's shadow.

The waves were dark in Bombay harbor, Gandhi wrote in his Autobiogra-
phy

Writing too is an experiment with truth.

No one knows my name in Arabic means port.

On board white people would not come near us
Were they scared our brown skin would sully them?
Mama tried to teach me English in a sing song voice. [...]

It is with the poem ‘llliterate Heart' that Meena confronts head-on an
arguably troubling question: "How many Mother Tongues can one have,
any which way?!" The extract given below reveals a daring dexterity in the
inter-weaving of two different parlances:

[...] At noon | burrowed through
Malayalam sounds,
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slashes of sense, a floating trail.
Nights | raced into the garden.

Smoke on my tongue, wet earth
from twisted roots of banyan
and fiscus Indica.

What burnt in the mirror
of the great house

became a fierce condiment.
A metier almost:

aa iii u un au um aha ka kh
ga gha nga cha chha ja ja nja

njana (my sole self), njaman (knowledge)
nunni (gratitude) ammechi, appechan,
veliappechan (grandfather).

Uproar of sense, harsh tutelage:
aana (elephant) amma (tortoise)
ambjuan (lotus).

A child mouthing words
to flee family.

I will never enter that house | swore,
I'll never be locked in a cage of script.

And the lotus rose, quietly, quietly,
| committed that to memory,

later added : ce lieu me plait
dominé de flambeaux.

And then there is the poem "Muse It becomes a sort of summation of all
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that Meena held dear in terms of a poetic manifesto:

You come to me

a bird shedding gold feathers,

each one a quill scraping my tympanum.
You set a book to my ribs,

Night after night I unclasp it

at the mirror’s edge

alphabets flicker and soar.
Write in the light

of all the languages

you know the earth contains,
yOUu murmur in my ear.

This is pure transport.

Meena leaves behind a legacy that defies commonplace straight-jacketing.
Simply put, she revels in the interstitial apparitions that language accords
- and as she revels she reveals the jounissance of the {il}literate soul!

3:- V. C. Harris

“Greatness has a sense of Madness about it. Without the sense of madness
there will be no great things,

There will be, surely will be, only ordinary things. So, if there is something
unique here,

that means, the mind behind that work is not the everyday kind of mind
that we come across; it is a kind of mind which thinks beyond

the apparent possibilities, goes beyond the possible,

and whatever goes beyond the possible has

an element of craziness.”

October 9, 2017, Kottayam: V. C. Harris is no more! V. C. Harris, who is
he? We know that it is well nigh impossible to define any individual as

sutch with a single sentence. If so, then how can we even attempt it in the
case of Harris maash?! If need compels, we may attempt to condense his
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bio-graph thus: Intellectual, Performer; Translator, Interlocutor; Film-crit-
i¢, Cinema-guy! And for many reasons | hold the opinion that it is in

his tasks as a translator [from Malayalam to English and from English

to Malayalam| that Harris left his indelible imprint. Hence...Hence, the
following translated poem:

Dearest Harriss, for you... [5. Joseph / my translation from Malayalam|

Harriss! Burial over

everyone has left.

Three days it rained,

the plot, now hosts thick green grass.
Me and my family,

from our balcony, your grave

we see,

Once, when scalding prices

made the dream of owning land

a mirage, me and my family roamed,
landless - for cons.

At that time, you

took me to a place

that literally was a forest.

The title-deed of that place -

to the snake, the crane and the owl belong.
And how many lanes you and [ traversed,
so that you and I too would get a title-deed!

When fathers depart, sons attain adulthood and grow olden. Harris
is gone. | feel olden - as about adulthood, me can't be sure...

Now, let me share this. This event of translation is, for me, an act
of mourning - an engagement that tries to wrest the subjective-emotional
away from the objective-historical. And yet, the involvement is entrenched
in the acutely personal and it overwhelms - I hear/embrace emblematic
echoes, of Roland Barthes remembering his mother [in his Mourning
Dairy] and Jacques Derrida stifling his sobs to come to terms primarily
with the absences of Roland Barthes, Michel Foucault and Paul de Man
[in his The Work of Mourning]. The absence-presence conundrum, and
the afterlife of the survivor-mourner,..

As about the very act of translation, just a word about the process,
especially the Title: | have somehow ended up avoiding ‘exactitude. And
for this I have made use of diacritics, punctuations and parentheses as
strategically essential translation tools. That leads to the issue of transla-
tion-morality: fidelity, equivalence, semantic balance and the like. How-
ever, it is the feel and the tenor that counts, I ardently feel. Somewhat a
corollary to the common-parlance-sense that a ‘rose would smell just as
sweet even if called by another name! And I dare to veer away from 'good
taste’ into the realm of what Roland Barthes designates as "bad taste; pri-
marily because | have been mentored by a wonderfully perceptive trans-
lator who took the likes of Basheer, V. K. N., Maythil and Kamala Das to
creative heights via the route of ingenuous (un)broken rules - Harris, the
Immor(t)al Translator!

Let me also put on record that my love for Translation Studies -
both its theory and praxis - has a lot to do with Harnis' stint as editor at
Kerala Sahitya Academys flagship journal in English, Malayalam Literary
Survey [under MT's stewardship|, especially the special issues on "Litera-
ture and Film, “Women Writing in Kerala) ‘Malayalam Dalit Writings, etc.
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Those are issues which | still hold on to as the cornerstones of my transla-
tion consciousness...

Let me leave you with a translation insight that Harris formulated:
“Translation is akin to dreaming up a vision of Narayani, from just her
voice — a voice that falls on human ears/souls from beyond The Walls’

— Basheer’s Translation Treatise! And now, it seems to me, that Harris is
demanding a similar translation. But, the lingering voice is all that is left -
that too like a candle in the wind, deep in the recesses of the hearts of all
those who hold him so very close. Can I/We translate? Well, maybe I/ We
have to, once again, take refuge in Derrida: ‘I'm Going to Have to Wander
All Alone’ [a chapter title in his The Work of Mourning]. See You, Har-
ris...

["O my love, if mid-way through the journey, we part on the path;

One final time, let me come back to the sense of the bygone at three levels
- The "heard-read; the ‘read-read) and the ‘lived-felt” All the three people
that we have so far met are interstitial personas: Vamba, the Dutch-Libe-
rian, Meena the Allahabad-Kerala-Kozhencheri-Niranam-5Sudan-linked
‘English-Mam, and Harris, the Malabari (non)Muslim in Kottayam. But
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the literary corpus that they have given us can surely be seen as a reper-
toire from which we can find ways to re-cover losses: of an emergent na-
tional dream gone sour, of an identity splintered and then stitched togeth-
er and a lived life that was always already close to the non-normative and
the marginal. And in that finding lies a sense of secking that is ensuing
and open-ended. Vambas ancestral land has gone into hiding; we have lost
Meena and Harris: But they linger, so very close, to people who consid-
er such trysts as close. In an uncanny sort of way, we arrive even as they
depart; is it not said that every departure is an arrival, and every arrival a
departure? Maybe, because, definitely because, there are no Good-byes/
Alvidaayein in Love...
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
